You Have Heard… But…  (Part Three)
· GOALS & GUIDELINS:

· AGREEMENT PRAYER:

We have been talking for a couple of weeks about how the reality of a life is redefined once you make Jesus part of the equation.  

The understanding we have come to can be summed up in the following statement. 

Things may seem real and true until you interject Christ into the equation; at that moment whatever was true before is no longer true! The interjection of Christ will alter the reality of our lives.  

We started this entire series by looking at Jesus’ teaching about the Law of Moses in the Sermon on the Mount.  We are going to look at this same concept from another verse.  
Acts13:39 And by him (Jesus Christ) all that believe are justified from all things, from which ye could not be justified by the law of Moses.

Under the law… under the old way of living… under your old reality there were some things which were impossible. They could simply never happen.  The Bible says that by Jesus Christ believers are justified from sin, something that could never have happened under the law. 

The first way Jesus radically redefines reality in a life is by defining for you what you no longer need. The second way is by declaring possible what never was possible before. Under the law, under the old reality, it was impossible for a person to be justified, that is to say, be made legally right with God. But when you interject Christ into a situation reality changes and what was impossible is now possible. 

Question: Share something that became possible in your life only after   God came into your life.
One of the reasons things that were impossible become possible when Christ arrives is because His presence provides an option or choice.
Jesus said this…
John 15:22 (NIV) If I had not come and spoken to them, they would not be guilty of sin. Now, however, they have no excuse for their sin.

In other words, without me they would have no option, no choice, but now they do. The story of Noah shows us how reality changes with choice.
Hebrews 11:7 By faith Noah, being warned of God of things not seen as yet, moved with fear, prepared an ark to the saving of his house; by the which he condemned the world,

Noah built an ark, he provided a way to be saved, and because there was a way to be saved and people chose not to avail themselves of it they were condemned. 
This is what the Bible says about Jesus…

John 3:19  And this is the condemnation, that light is come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light,

Notice something, it was not darkness that condemned men, it was not light that condemned men, it was not an ark that condemned men, it was their CHOICE to love darkness, to not enter the ark, to turn away from the light that condemned them.  

It all boils down to this; because Christ came into the world you now have a choice.  

· You can choose sin or righteousness.

· You can choose light or darkness.

· You can choose condemnation of salvation.

· You can choose peace or turmoil.

· You can choose misery or you can choose abundant life.

Because Christ has come you have a choice.  Choice means possibilities. Here is where many Christians miss it.  Christ comes and brings options, choice, His arrival changes the reality of your life but you must choose the new options in front of you!
{Internal Question}: What are you still considering an impossibility even though Jesus has come into your life?  
Where are you missing the choice that is available to you?

· VISION – This week think about the Choice that Jesus has given us!
