We’ve been talking about seeking God. We’ve learned that God welcomes our search, and God rewards our search. The natural question that is left is “how do you search for God?”
It’s understandable that people wouldn’t fully understand how to search. After all, God is invisible and rarely audible. Our other senses beyond sight and hearing don’t do us much good either in the search
Q- How do you seek after God?  

When asked how, we usually respond by listing actions.  There are some great biblical exercises like prayer, meditation, worship, studying/reading the Word… All of these are great actions we ought to be doing daily to seek after God!  However… Seeking after God goes deeper than action.  Action is great and you should live a life full of action! But in seeking God it must be about the heart.
“You will seek me and find me when you seek me with all your heart.” This is what God told His people in Jeremiah 29. This is a really interesting situation. The nation of Israel was all about action. They had a whole bunch of laws to keep, rituals to perform, sacrifices to offer, prayers to pray…  But here you have God looking past the action and addressing the heart. 

Q- Why does God care about the Heart? 
The Nation of Israel was doing a lot of Action, but they were doing it halfheartedly. They were not doing it out of love. Ultimately, God wants you to seek after Him with all your heart.
Q- Why does it seem so easy for us to put more stock into our actions than our heart? 
It is possible to come to church and connect group every week, donate your time to different charities, and be able to quote scripture… but not having any success in your God search. Why?  Because it’s not about action, it’s about searching with all your heart.

Q- Tell about a time you searched with all your heart? What happened? What was it like?
Q- Why would someone stop seeking God?
It’s not a 1 time search!  All throughout the Bible it uses the word SEEK which is present tense. You should always be seeking God.  Some people think the Search ends when you “get saved.” This isn’t true. Really being saved is only a beginning to our search.

Q- {Internal} Have you been searching with ALL YOUR HEART?


What would your life look like if you were searching with your whole heart?
