The primary function of this ministry is to assist visitors and members alike in entering into worshipful singing by displaying the lyrics of our songs. This ministry also serves in aiding the smooth flow of our services with the display of announcements, prayer requests, and pre-service & post-service displays.

The Visual Display Ministry has the power to greatly add to the quality of any worship service. But, as is the case with any “visible” ministry, this ministry must be performed with excellence and consistency if it is to add more than it detracts from a worship service. Misspelled words, difficult to read type, or poor presentation can actually distract worshipers instead of assisting them in their praise. Therefore, it is important for the Visual Display Ministry to follow a consistent procedure in executing this valuable service.

Any conflicts or schedule problems should be communicated to the director as soon as possible so provision can be made for the service in question.  Operators need to arrive at least 20 minutes prior to service in order to touch base with the service leader and prepare the necessary displays.

ADVANCE \d14Preparation

tc \l2 "PreparationADVANCE \d7The director will be responsible for coordinating the efforts of the Visual Display Ministry team in ensuring that each song is type-set in a consistent, highly-visible font. When special display needs arise (announcements, prayer requests, sermon illustrations), they will be communicated to the director who will then ensure that the displays are prepared and the scheduled operator is informed of the need.
