INTRODUCTION TO THE 200

Welcome to The 200. You have completed The 100 and have joined one of the most creative and exciting churches in Dallas. Now that you are a team member, it is our goal that you continue your development as a Christian and member of this church by completing the remaining Plano 300 classes, The 200 and The 300. 

You have in your hands the training manual that will introduce you to the steps that will “START” your engine so that you can successfully run the Christian race. Your development as a Christian  will not happen overnight. Attending this class is just the beginning of your training. Like a disciplined athlete, you will want to integrate these “START” steps into your life so that they become part of your daily routine. 

As you work your way through this training manual, you will notice that each step is divided into three parts.

· The Principle – The what or the explanation

· The Practice – The how or the application

· The Payoff – The why or the benefit

You will also note that throughout the manual there are “Pit Stop” boxes. During a race, it is often necessary for the driver to take a Pit Stop to receive help and input that that will allow them to win the race. As you work your way through this manual, you will discover that these Pit Stops contain useful information or observations that will help you in your development as a Christian. 
Are you ready to get started? You look ready! Let’s run The 200!

Start your engines: Study the race course

Read the Bible

To be a Christian you must study the manual, the Bible. Christians cannot live successfully, if they do not know the way to their destiny. Practicing consistent time reading and studying the Bible is an essential step in experiencing your destiny as a Christian.

The Principle

1.   God wrote the Bible.

All scripture is inspired by God and is useful to teach us what is true and to make us realize what is wrong in our lives. It straightens us out and teaches us to do what is right. It is God’s way of preparing us in every way, fully equipped for every good thing God wants us to do.  2 Timothy 3:16-17 (NLT)

All Scripture is inspired by God means the Bible was written by God, and therefore is the Christian’s manual for success.

a. The Bible reveals truth.

The Bible is the manual that teaches you what is true in order to shape your thinking. That’s important, because wrong thinking leads to wrong living. What you believe will determine how you behave.

b. The Bible exposes and corrects wrong behavior. 

The Bible is the manual that helps you see what is wrong and tells you how to make it right. It is like the control tower that signals a red alert when your behavior is heading into danger.

c. The Bible teaches upright living. 

The Bible is the manual that teaches you how to live life God’s way. It shows you how to win, when playing the game of life. 

2.   Christians live the Bible.

Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive yourselves. Do what it says. James 1:22 (NIV)

Once you know the truth of the Bible, you must relate it to your life experience. The goal of a Bible study is to practice the truth. The Bible was written not to fatten you, but to train and equip you for the realities of life.

The Practice

Jesus said to the people who believed in Him, “You are truly my disciples if you keep obeying my teachings. And you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.” John 8:31-32 (NLT)

It is important to put into practice what the Bible teaches in order to experience your destiny as a Christian. But you can’t practice what you don’t know. In order to know the truth that will set you free, you will need to:
1.   Read the Bible…

a. Systematically, by finding a reading plan that works for you and sticking with it.

b. Repeatedly, by reading it again and again, allowing you the opportunity to see things you never saw before

c. With variety, by reading from different translations such as the New International Version (NIV), The New Living Translation (NLT), or the Amplified Bible (AB).

2.   Hear the Bible...

a. By consistent attendance at worship services and Bible studies.

b. By listening to Christian radio.

c. By listening to the Bible recorded on CD or cassette tapes.

d. By listening to the Bible messages on CD or cassette tapes.
3.   Talk the Bible…

a.   By meditating, which means to repeatedly speak Bible verses out loud and to reflect on those spoken verses until they become like a tune you can’t get out of your head.

b. By reading out loud, listening thoughtfully to what you are reading. 

c. By memorizing Bible verses.
4.   Master the Bible …

a.  By attending Bible studies taught by teachers who are veteran Christians.

b. Through personal Bible study.
The Payoff

If you fully obey the Lord your God and carefully follow all His commands, all these blessings will come upon you and accompany you if you obey the Lord your God. Deuteronomy 28:1-2 (NIV)

Studying your manual, the Bible, is a lifetime endeavor. The more time you give to it, the greater the rewards. The payoff comes to those who put into practice what they have learned.

1.   Studying the Bible forms right thinking, leading to right living. 


For as he thinks in his heart, so is he. Proverbs 23:7  (AB)


What you believe will determine how you behave. To behave right, you must think right. If your thinking is not based on the truth of the Bible, you will not live life as God intends you to live.

2.   Studying the Bible promotes confident praying.

And we can be confident that he will listen to us whenever we ask Him for anything in line with his will. And if we know he is listening when we make our requests, we can be sure that he will give us what we ask for. 1 John 5:14-15 (NLT)

The Bible is the will of God. When you pray in line with what God says in the Bible, you can pray with the assurance that God will hear and answer your prayers.

3.   Studying the Bible encourages resistance to sin.
I have hidden your word in my heart that I might not sin against you. Psalm 119:11 (NLT)

The Bible clearly reveals God’s definition of right and wrong. When you know the Bible, God’s truth can embrace what is right and avoid what is wrong.

4.   Studying the Bible deepens your relationship with God.
Establish your word and confirm your promise to your servant, which is for those who reverently fear and devotedly worship you. Psalm 119:38 (AB)

Through personal Bible study, you give God the opportunity to make His Word become real to you. This reality will deepen your relationship with God, motivating you to trust Him more and more in every part of your life.

5.   Studying the Bible opens doors of success.

Do not let this Book of the Law depart from your mouth, meditate on it day and night, so that you may be careful to do everything written in it. Then you will be prosperous and successful. Joshua 1:8 (NIV)

When you obey the Bible, God promises that your journey through life will be prosperous and successful. God wants you to prosper in your personal life, your relationships, your marriage, your family, your work, and your finances. He has given you the Bible, His manual for success. You decide whether to obey it and prosper or whether to ignore it and fail.

sTart your engine: Talk to the crew chief

Praying to God

Christians talk regularly with their Crew Chief, God. Talking with God is called a prayer.

The Principle


1.   Christians pray.
One day soon afterward Jesus went to a mountain to pray, and he prayed to God all night. Luke 6:12 (NLT)

Jesus regularly spent time in prayer with God. He understood that getting together and talking with another person is the best way to develop a relationship with that person. Getting together and talking with God is called a prayer.

2.   Christians use every kind of prayer.

And pray in the Spirit on all occasions with all kinds of prayers and requests. Ephesians 6:18 (NIV)

There are many kinds of prayers recorded in the Bible. God wants us to use all of them when talking to Him. The ACTS pattern is a simple way to begin using every kind of prayer.

A doration – telling God what He means to you.

C onfession – telling God your sin and receiving His forgiveness

T hanksgiving – telling God how grateful you are for all He’s done for you

S upplication – telling God your specific needs.

3.   Christians pray in line with the Bible.
But if you stay joined to me and my words remain in you, you may ask any request you like, and it will be granted! John 15:7 (NLT)

Jesus makes it clear that when His words, the Bible, become part of you, you will pray and God will answer. Knowledge and understanding of the Bible is a major component to confident praying. When you pray in line with the Bible, you will be voicing God’s will. When you voice God’s will, you can be confident that God is hearing you and ready to answer your prayers.

The Practice

1.   Pray regularly.
Very early in the morning while it was still dark, Jesus got up, left the house and went to a solitary place, where he prayed. Mark 1:35

Begin now to establish a regular habit of prayer by finding the plan that works best for your schedule. Keep in mind that there is not one right way to do it. The important thing is that you will do it!

2.   Pray Specifically. 

And yet the reason you don’t have what you want is that you don’t ask God for it. James 4:2 (NLT)

When you pray, pray specifically. Tell God exactly what is on your mind. If you need financial help, pray for the exact dollars you need. If you desire understanding about a certain Bible verse, then be specific in your praying. Specific prayers get specific answers.

3.   Pray whenever, wherever.

Be unceasing in prayer. 1 Thessalonians 5:17 (AB)

Prayer is more than just meeting God at a particular time and place. Prayer is an attitude. It is a way of life. Praying whenever, wherever is talking with God at all times. It is having a conversation with God in the car on the way to work or on the treadmill at the gym.

4.   Pray for results.

Listen to me! You can pray for anything, and if you believe, you will have it. Mark 11:24 (NLT)

When you pray, pray for results by praying specifically and basing your prayers on God’s word, the Bible. When you find a Bible verse that speaks to your need, personalize the verse and pray it back to God.

5.   Journal your prayers

The prayers of a righteous man is powerful and effective. James 5:16 (NIV)

Keeping a prayer journal disciplines you to write out your prayers so that you can easily see how God has answered them. If you do not write out your prayers, you will probably miss the answers to everyday prayers.

The Payoff

1.   Experience the joy of answered prayer.
Ask and keep asking and you will receive, so that your joy may be full and complete. John 16:24 (AB)

Ask! God is inviting you to ask of Him. He wants the opportunity to answer your prayers. He wants the opportunity to give to you. The more you ask (pray), the more opportunity you have to receive. The more you receive, the more you experience the joy of answered prayer.

2.   Gain the confidence to pray expectantly.
And we can be confident that he will listen to us whenever we ask Him for anything in line with His will. And if we know that he is listening when we make our requests, we can be sure that he will give us what we ask for. 1 John 5:14-15 (NLT)

The more familiar you become with God through the Bible study and prayer, the greater your confidence (faith) that God will do what He says He will do. When you pray what the Bible says, you can be assured that God will hear your prayers and be confident that God will answer your prayers. In time, answered prayer becomes the norm, not the exception.

3.   Develop the awareness of God’s presence.

Let be and be still, and know that I am God. Psalm 46:10 (AB)

Getting alone with God helps you develop an awareness of His presence in your life and in the lives of those around you. You learn to pick up God’s signals: His gentle nudges prompting you to do or not to do.

StArt your engine: Accelerate the church 

Giving of your Resources

Christians own the race. They give their tithes and offerings that go to finance the Church’s mission, which is to communicate the life-changing message of Jesus Christ.

The Principle

Honor the Lord with your wealth, and with the first fruits of all your crops; then your barns will be filled to overflowing, and your vats will brim over with new wine. Proverbs 3:9-10 (NIV)

1.   Honor God by giving.  

Christians honor God by giving tithes and offerings. When you give a tithe or an offering to a local church, you are promoting or giving first place to God.

a. The Tithe
The tithe is the “first fruits of all your crops.” The word, tithe, means one tenth (10%). By giving the first ten per cent of every resource of income that comes into your household, you are declaring that God is the head of your household.

b. The offering
An offering is over and above the 10% tithe. When you give an offering to further the work of God, you are giving out of your “wealth”, which is the remaining ninety percent that you keep for use in your households.

c. 10-10-80 Principle

The Abundant Life Church encourages all Christians to put into practice the 10-10-80 principle. You tithe 10% of your income. You save 10% of your income. You live on the remaining 80%.

2.   God rewards faithful giving.
When you honor God by giving from your financial resources, God will reward you by causing your barns (bank accounts and investments) to be filled with the abundance and your vats (jobs and businesses) to burst with overflowing blessings.

The Practice

Should people cheat God? Yet you have cheated me! But you ask, “What do you mean? When did we ever cheat You?” You have cheated me of the tithes and offerings due me. Bring all the tithes into the storehouse so there will be enough food in my temple. If you do, says the Lord Almighty, I will open the windows of heaven for you. I will pour out a blessing so great you won’t have enough room to take it in! Try It! Let me prove it to you! Your crops will be abundant, for I will guard them from the devourer. Malachi 3:8-11 (NLT)

1.   Stop stealing from God. 

When you fail to give the tithe, you are cheating God or more to the point, stealing from God. The tithe belongs to God.

2.   Tithe off every resource of income.

You are to bring “all the tithes”, meaning it is possible to bring more than one tithe at a time. If you have more than one source of income coming into your household, then you will give a 10% tithes off each resource of income.

3.   The tithe belongs in the local church.

The tithe is to be given to the local church to provide financial support for it’s various ministries. Giving to ministries outside the local church is over and above your 10% tithe to the local church.

4.   Put God to the test.

God invites you to give Him an opportunity to prove Himself to you. Give the tithe and He promises to open up the floodgates of Heaven to prosper you so that you will have more than enough. God even promises to protect you and all that belongs to you from being eaten up by the devourer, the forces of misfortune, poverty and lack.

The Payoff

1.   Giving releases the flow of abundance.

If you give, you will receive. Your gift will return to you in full measure, pressed down, shaken together to make room for more, and running over. Luke 6:38

Giving in any form (money, food, time, love, friendship, mercy, etc.) gives God the opportunity to give back in abundance. Generosity is rewarded. You cannot out-give God.

2.  Giving opens the door to spiritual riches.

If you are untrustworthy about worldly wealth, who will trust you with the true riches of heaven? Luke 16:11 (NLT)

When you have learned to be responsible with your physical wealth as God directs in the Bible, He will open and entrust to you the true or genuine riches. These riches are the eternal and spiritual truths found in the Bible.

3.   Giving closes the door to materialism.

Tell those who are rich in this world not to be proud and not to trust in their money, which soon will be gone. But their trust should be in the living God, who richly blesses us all we need for our enjoyment. Tell them to use their money to do good. They should be rich in good works and should give generously to those in need, always being ready to share with others whatever God has given them. 

1 Timothy 6:17-18 (NLT)

Materialism is trusting in any source other than God to provide for your needs. Giving generously of your money and possessions reveals that God is your source, not your bank accounts.

4.   Giving reveals the love of God.

We know what real love is because Christ gave up his life for us. And so we also ought to give up our lives for our Christian brothers and sisters. But if anyone has enough money to live well and sees a brother or sister in need and refuse to help – how can God’s love be in that person? 1 John 3:16-17 (NLT) 

The heart of God is to give. When you give, you are expressing the heart of God. You could say it this way: “Your giving is a visible demonstration of the love of God.”

StaRt your engine: Relate to your race team

Plugging into the Church

A Christian is a member of a race team. There is no such thing as a one- person race team. When you become a Christian, you became part of a great race team called the church. Your involvement in the race team, the church, is an important part of your development as a Christian.

The Principle 


1.   The church grows one person at a time.

And each day the Lord added to their group (the church) those who were being saved. Acts 2:47 (NLT)

The church is not a building, but people who have come to know Christ as Christians.

2.   The church relates like a close-knit family. 

They joined with other believers and devoted themselves to the apostle’s teaching and fellowship, sharing in the Lord’s Supper and in prayer. And all the believers met together constantly and shared everything they had. Acts 2:42, 44 (NLT)

The church is people who have been placed together by God as one, large family. As family members, the church meets together on a regular basis to worship, to relate, to care and to have fun.

3.   The church performs like the human body.

Just as our bodies have many parts and each part has a special function, so it is with Christ’s body. We are all part of his one body, and each of us has different work to do. And since we are all one body in Christ, we belong to each other, and each of us needs all the others. Romans 12:4-5 (NLT)

The church is like the human body in which every part and its function are important. The eye cannot say to the foot that it has no need for the foot. Every part is essential to the body working effectively. The same is true for the body of Christ, the church. There are no “insignificant” ministries. From parking crews to nursery workers to greeters to children’s teachers, every ministry is important in order for the church to accomplish its mission. 

The Practice

1.   The church meets regularly. 


They never ceased for a single day, both in the temple area and at home, to teach and to proclaim the good news of Jesus the Christ. Acts 5:42 (AB)

In order for the church to accomplish its purpose it must consistently meet in large and small groups. As the church grows larger, it must grow smaller.

a. Large group meetings

The church gathers in large groups for the purposes of worship, teaching, evangelism and fellowship. Large group meetings at Abundant Life Church are:

1. Sunday Worship Service 

2. Tuesday Men & Women’s prayer meetings 

3. Wednesday Elim Experience

4. U-Turn Youth Ministries

5. Children’s Church
6. Homebase young married and family events
7. On Target For The Children Prayer 
b. Small group meetings.

As the church grows larger, it must grow smaller at the same time. To meet and maintain the relational needs of individuals the church meets in small groups. Small group ministries at the Abundant Life are:

1. Singles Ministry

2. Men’s Fellowship

3. Woman’s Ministry

4. Athletic Fellowship

5. Mom –n- Me Play Group

6. 12:32 (College and career age singles)

2.   The church ministers together.

Each one should use whatever gift he has received to serve others, faithfully administering God’s grace in it’s various forms. 1 Peter 4:10 (NIV)

Every member is a minister. You are not a spectator, but a participator.

a. Discover your ministry.

God has designed you with certain abilities, talents, gifts and passions in order to fulfill His purpose for your life. The next Plano 300 class, “The 300”, will help you find your giftedness, your God-given design, by discovering what you love to do and do well.

b. Do your ministry

The church will never be any stronger than its core of ministers who carry out the various ministries of the church. The Abundant Life Church is staff-led and delegates the ministry of the church to the members. If you are not fulfilling your ministry, the church is significantly weaker. Therefore, not only is it important for you to discover your giftedness, what you love to do and do well, but to also use your giftedness for the benefit of the church.

The Payoff

1.   Make friends.

There is no longer Jew or Gentile, slave or free, male or female. For you are all Christians – you are one in Christ Jesus. Galatians 3:28 (NLT)

All the distinctions of race, class and gender that create barriers and separate us from one another in the world become irrelevant to the church. In the body of Christ everyone finds a common experience in becoming a Christian. In this diverse mix of Christians, you have the opportunity to make new friendships that can last for a lifetime.
2.   Develop personally.


Therefore encourage one another and edify, strengthen and build up one another, just as you are doing. 1 Thessalonians 5:11 (AB)

Through active involvement within the church you find the opportunity and the encouragement from other Christians to develop personally. As you take advantage of all the church has to offer to you, you will grow in your understanding and relationship to God, yourself, your spouse, your family, your friends and the world around you.
3.   Receive Support.
When others are happy, be happy with them. If they are sad, share their sorrow. Romans 12:15 (NLT)

One of the really helpful benefits you find in the church is the mutual support that members give to one another, especially during times of loss or hardship. As a Christian, you are not an island unto yourself. You are joined with others who will hurt when you are hurting and celebrate when you are celebrating.

StarT your engine: Touching God & Touching Others

Part One: Touching God

At the Abundant Life Church we want to provide the solid Bible teaching and intense worship atmosphere that will enable people to develop a deep and passionate relationship with God.   We believe that you should not only know about God, but also actually know God by letting Him live inside of you through the Holy Ghost and then experience Him intimately through worship.  Being filled with the Holy Ghost and developing a “Heart of Worship” is an essential step in becoming a Christian

The Principle

1. God wants to live inside of you!

Then Peter said to them “Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. Acts 2:38 (NKJV)

The Holy Spirit is a gift that God wants to give to those that love Him. It will lead them and guide them through life’s journey. 

But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth. Acts 1:8 (NKJV)

The Holy Ghost will give you power so that you can fulfill your destiny by becoming a Kingdom Vessel.

2.   What is Worship?


a. The word worship can be defined in the following explanation:

“To revere and pay homage to God; the act of profound adoration; to give God the glory due his name; to bow down before Him; to fall at His feet; to be as a puppy at his master’s feet; to turn towards and kiss; lifting our hands in absolute surrender, drawing near to God, blessing and ministering to Him in fearful awe, giving ourselves over to Him in loving affection; to do so by the Spirit in honesty.”


b. Worship is one of the most biblically documented activities. 

From Genesis 4:4 through Revelation 22:8, we find the Word of God filled with examples of encouragement and commands to worship God. However, even though we can find over 540 worship related scriptures, the church today fails to heed their message.

c. The Heart of Worship drives you with passion and desire to get closer to Him.

The drive to worship is that natural feeling in your body that makes you laugh when something is funny, it makes you cry when you are sad. It’s that feeling that makes you want to jump up and shout when you are excited and when you are humbled, bow your head.

3. Why do we worship?

a. God commands it!

Jesus said that the first and greatest commandment was to: Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind. Matthew 22:37
It is written, “As surely as I live,” says the Lord, “Every knee will bow before me, every tongue will confess to God.” Romans 14:11

b. It creates an atmosphere where we can actually commune with Him

Then he shall take a censer full of burning coals of fire from the altar before the Lord, with his hands full of sweet incense beaten fine, and bring it inside the veil. And he shall put the incense on the fire before the Lord, that the cloud of incense may cover the mercy seat that is on the Testimony, lest he die. Leviticus 16:12-13

It was anointed worship that filled the Holy of Holies with smoke and made it possible for a man to stand in God’s presence in a concealed place and live. 

c. He loves it!

And the Lord smelled a soothing aroma. Then the Lord said in His heart, “I will never curse the ground for man’s sake, although the imagination of man’s heart is evil from his youth; nor will I again destroy every living thing as I have done.” Genesis 8:21

It is our free will that is so special to Him, Our worship is a soothing aroma to Him. He cannot create our worship that is why it is so special to Him. He will stop all of heaven to come and visit with you.

The Practice

1.   How do we worship?

a. The first thing we must do is worship Him with our whole Heart!

I will praise You, O Lord, with my whole heart; I will tell of all Your marvelous works. I will be glad and rejoice in You; I will sing praise to Your name, O Most High. Psalm 9:1,2

b. Worship Him in Spirit and in Truth
God is a spirit, and His worshipers must worship in spirit and in truth. 

John 4:24

c. Give unto the Lord!

Give unto the Lord, O you mighty ones. Give unto the Lord glory and strength. Give unto the Lord the glory due His name; worship the Lord in the beauty of holiness. Psalm 29:1,2

d. Be Yourself!

There are 100’s of scriptural references on how to give Him worship and praise, but the main thing is, be yourself and put your hunger on display and forget about everybody else but Him.
The Payoff

1. You can’t even begin to imagine what God has for you!

Eye has not seen and ear has not heard, neither has it entered into the heart of man all that God has prepared for those who love Him. 1 Corinthians 2:9

Paul was not only speaking about our coming heavenly existence, but also where we are now!
2.   He will renew your strength
But they that wait upon the Lord shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint. Isaiah 40:31

3.   It attracts His Manifested Presence
For where two or three are gathered in My name, I am there in the midst of them. Matthew 18:20

4.   It will bring revival!

If My people who are called by My name will humble themselves, and pray and seek My face, and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin and heal their land. 2 Chronicles 7:14
Part Two: Touching Others

It is God’s desire that every person has the opportunity to suit up and become a Christian. For this to happen, people must be exposed to the life-changing message of Christ. Christians play an important role in making others aware of Jesus Christ. 

The Principle

1.   The Macro Picture – God’s Plan

I have been given complete authority in heaven and earth. Therefore, go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit. Teach these new disciples to obey all the commands I have given you. Matthew 28:19-20 (NLT)

The purpose of the church is to give everyone an opportunity to become a disciple, a Christian. This purpose is accomplished by:
a. Going
As a Christian, it is your privilege and responsibility to be part of bringing people into God’s eternal family. This assignment, called evangelism is carried out wherever you are going in your daily life.
b. Baptizing
When a person becomes a Christian, they are to be baptized. Their baptism testifies that they are a new person in Christ and that they are incorporated into Christ’s body, the church. The new believer’s baptism announces to the world that they are now one of us.


c. Teaching
Christians are called not only to reach people, but also to teach them. New believers need to be taught what it means to be like Christ in their thoughts and actions.

2.   The Micro Picture – Your Part

But in your hearts set apart Christ as Lord. Always be prepared to give an answer to everyone who asks you to give the reason for the hope that you have. But do this with gentleness and respect, keeping a clear conscience. 1 Peter 3:15-16 (NIV)

a. Let Jesus be the boss of your life.

To set apart Christ as Lord is to give Him ownership of your life. Every thought and every action is influenced and governed by “what would Jesus do?”

b. Live your life guilt-free.

As a Christian make certain that your everyday life is lived according to what God says in His Word, the Bible. Obeying results in a guilt-free conscience. This freedom allows you to share your testimony unhindered by the weight of a guilty conscience.

c. Be ready to share your “faith story”.
To give an answer to everyone who asks you to give the reason for the hope that you have is to tell your testimony, your “faith story” of how you came to Christ. Write out your testimony and memorize it so that you are always ready to share it with anyone who asks why your life is different.
The Practice

There are many ways to give people the opportunity to become Christians. In John’s gospel there is the story of a Samaritan woman who illustrates three ways to give your friends and family the opportunity to choose to become Christians.

1.   Invite
The woman left her water jar beside the well and went back to the village and told everyone, “ Come and meet a man who told me everything I ever did! Can this be the Messiah?” So the people came streaming from the village to see Him. 

John 4:28-30 (NLT)

After hearing Jesus, this Samaritan woman was so intrigued that she went back to her city and invited her friends to come and hear Jesus. You too can invite your friends and family to one of the ALC’s weekend services where they will hear the life-changing message of Jesus Christ.

2.   Share
Many of the Samaritans from the tower believed in Him because of the woman’s testimony, “He told me all that I ever did.” John 4:39 (NIV)
Many of the woman’s friends came to know Christ because of the Samaritan woman’s story of what Jesus had done for her. Every Christian has a story to tell of the day they chose to follow Christ. That story is your account of how Jesus Christ impacted and changed your life. All you have to know is what He did for you and be willing to share that story with someone else.

3.   Tell
So He (Jesus) stayed for two days, long enough for many of them to hear His message and believe. Then they said to the woman, “Now we believe because we have heard him ourselves, not just because of what you told us. He is indeed the Savior of the world.” John 4:41-42 (NLT)

Many more were willing to follow Jesus because He told them that He was the Christ, the one sent from God. These Samaritans got the facts and based on those facts, they were able to make choice to believe Christ. With the aid of a gospel booklet (tract) or other witnessing tools, you too can tell the facts about the good news of Jesus Christ.


The Payoff


1.   Inviting, sharing or telling pleases God.

When you bear (produce) much fruit, my Father is honored and glorified and you show yourselves to be true followers of mine. John 15:8 (AB)

The fruit of a believer is another believer. When you play a part in the process of another person becoming a Christian, you are being fruitful. This pleases God. A fruitful ministry is proof that we are Christ’s disciples.

2.   The life-changing message of Christ brings great joy.

Philip went down to the city of Samaria and proclaimed the Christ to them. And great crowds of people with one accord listened and heeded what was said by Philip, as they heard him…. and there was great rejoicing in that city. 

Acts 8:5-6, 8 (AB)
There is no greater joy than the joy expressed by one whose life has been impacted by the life-changing message of Jesus Christ.
