Getting involved in your church and becoming actively involved in the ministry of the church will be one of the most rewarding experiences of your life. Getting involved in your church will allow you to have an impact on peoples’ eternal destiny.  There is nothing else you will do in life that can compare to that. 

Before we get started in this material the Redemption Church wants to make a commitment to you.  

If  you feel  led by God  to  start  or  be  involved  in  a ministry we 

 will  do everything possible to  equip you to fulfill that ministry.
We strongly believe that every Christian has a unique place in the Body of Christ.  It is our job to help you find that place and equip you to do the ministry that God has called you to.  This class is the beginning of that process.  

This class is divided into four parts:

Our Mission: The corporate and individual call ministry.

Good To Go: What it takes to do ministry at the Redemption Church

Gifted To Go: Finding the gifts and abilities you posses.

Where To Go: Finding the place in the Body of Christ to fulfill your ministry.

As in The 200 you will see “Pit Stops” that will give you additional information that will help you maximize your ministry.

Are you ready to get started? You look ready! Let’s run The 300!

Our Mission
I Corinthians 12:12  The body is a unit, though it is made up of many parts; and though all its parts are many, they form one body. So it is with Christ. 13  For we were all baptized by one Spirit into one body--whether Jews or Greeks, slave or free--and we were all given the one Spirit to drink. 14  Now the body is not made up of one part but of many. 15  If the foot should say, "Because I am not a hand, I do not belong to the body," it would not for that reason cease to be part of the body. 16  And if the ear should say, "Because I am not an eye, I do not belong to the body," it would not for that reason cease to be part of the body. 17  If the whole body were an eye, where would the sense of hearing be? If the whole body were an ear, where would the sense of smell be? 18  But in fact God has arranged the parts in the body, every one of them, just as he wanted them to be. 19  If they were all one part, where would the body be? 20  As it is, there are many parts, but one body. 21  The eye cannot say to the hand, "I don't need you!" And the head cannot say to the feet, "I don't need you!" 22  On the contrary, those parts of the body that seem to be weaker are indispensable, 23  and the parts that we think are less honorable we treat with special honor. And the parts that are unpresentable are treated with special modesty, 24  while our presentable parts need no special treatment. But God has combined the members of the body and has given greater honor to the parts that lacked it, 25  so that there should be no division in the body, but that its parts should have equal concern for each other. 26  If one part suffers, every part suffers with it; if one part is honored, every part rejoices with it. 27  Now you are the body of Christ, and each one of you is a part of it. (NIV)

1. The ______ Of The Church

When a person becomes a Christian they become part of what is referred to in scripture as the “Body Of Christ”.  This is more than just a metaphor given to explain how the church should function. This is the form that the church is to take.  God wants to church to have a specific form because the church has a specific function.

a. The church is a _____. 

The church is not only to function as a body, the church is to be a body.  The church is to be a single entity comprised of many different parts.  The parts will be as different as feet are from eyeballs but they are all vital to the body.   We want you to understand that you are vital to the church, and every other member of the church is vital.  Without each other we will never fulfill the destiny God has for us.  

b. A _______ body is a _____ body.

God has combined the members of the body and has given greater honor to the parts that lacked it, so that there should be no division in the body, 

A political organization can divide, form two parties and carry on.  Corporations merge and divide all the time.  The church is not like any of those organizations.  The church is a body, a living entity.  A division in the church is like an open wound in a physical body.  It is life threatening.  The church of Corinth, to whom the two Corinthian letters in the New Testament were addressed, was a church besieged by every kind of sin.  Immorality, dishonesty, false doctrine, and discrimination were all in that church.  The Apostle Paul traced all of their problems back to one root source.  

I Corinthians 1:10 Now I beseech you, brethren, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye all speak the same thing, and that there be no divisions among you; but that ye be perfectly joined together in the same mind and in the same judgment. 11 For it hath been declared unto me of you, my brethren, by them which are of the house of Chloe, that there are contentions among you.

For this reason anything that threatens the unity of the church must be addressed.  Division threatens the very life of the church.  

Matthew 12:25 And Jesus knew their thoughts, and said unto them, Every kingdom divided against itself is brought to desolation; and every city or house divided against itself shall not stand:

Ephesians 4: 2  Be completely humble and gentle; be patient, bearing with one another in love. 3  Make every effort to keep the unity of the Spirit through the bond of peace. 4  There is one body and one Spirit-- just as you were called to one hope when you were called-- 5  one Lord, one faith, one baptism; 6  one God and Father of all, who is over all and through all and in all.
c. A ______ body is an ____________ force.

Early on man came together on the plains of Shinar to build a great tower that would reach into the domain of God.  You can read the story in Genesis 11.  It seemed like a ridiculous notion.  It seems ridiculous even knowing what we have accomplished in this age.  But the scripture lets you know that they were using bricks they baked themselves, and slime as mortar.  I would not have given them a hope of building their self-aggrandizing tower.  Yet God observed what they were doing and this is what He said:

Genesis 11: 6 And the LORD said, Behold, the people are one, and they have all one language; and this they begin to do: and now nothing will be restrained from them, which they have imagined to do. 

The people were unified in their purpose, and they were all saying the same thing.  God declared that if a people are unified in their purpose and are communicating that purpose to each other there is nothing imaginable that they cannot do.  To stop their evil God had to confound their language so that they could no longer communicate the vision to each other.  We want you to understand that what worked for evil also works for good.   The only thing the enemy has to do to derail the vision of this church is to get us saying different things, to get us talking at odds with each other.  As long as we have the same heart, and are speaking the same things nothing will be restrained from us.  God sees unity as an unstoppable force. 

d. The ____ is united by the _______.

I Corinthians 12: 4 Now there are diversities of gifts, but the same Spirit. 5 And there are differences of administrations, but the same Lord. 6 And there are diversities of operations, but it is the same God which worketh all in all. 7 But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to every man to profit withal. 8 For to one is given by the Spirit the word of wisdom; to another the word of knowledge by the same Spirit; 9 To another faith by the same Spirit; to another the gifts of healing by the same Spirit; 10 To another the working of miracles; to another prophecy; to another discerning of spirits; to another divers kinds of tongues; to another the interpretation of tongues: 11 But all these worketh that one and the selfsame Spirit, dividing to every man severally as he will. 12 For as the body is one, and hath many members, and all the members of that one body, being many, are one body: so also is Christ. 13 For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to drink into one Spirit.

We are not unified by dogma.  We are not unified by any one persons’ agenda.  The Spirit of God unifies us.  All of our gifts and all of the direction to minister that we receive come from the same source, the Spirit of God.  The Bible plainly tells us that there will be different gifts, (abilities), different administrations, (ways of doing things), and different operations, (ministry focus).  But all of these things are coming from and are under the direction of the Spirit of God.  Maybe you went to a church that did things differently; maybe you went to a church where the ministry focus was different.  That does not mean they were wrong, or that we are wrong. This is the beauty of the church.  God has a great diverse body to minister to the many diverse needs of the world.  

The form of the church is a body.
2. The _________ Of The Church

Now you understand that you are part of a worldwide entity that is as diverse as all the people of the world are, and yet unified into one body, and that body has one purpose or function.  

II Corinthians 5:17 Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has come! 18 All this is from God, who reconciled us to himself through Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation: 19  that God was reconciling the world to himself in Christ, not counting men's sins against them. And he has committed to us the message of reconciliation.  20  We are therefore Christ's ambassadors, as though God were making his appeal through us.
The purpose of the body of Christ, the church, is to perpetuate, continue the ministry of Jesus Christ.   We are to take the liberating message of Jesus Christ to the world.

a. Christ gave us the ________ to fulfill His ministry.  

Now we know our purpose.  We are to do the ministry of Jesus Christ.  We are His body in the earth. We are His hands, His feet, His eyes, His ears, and His heart.  Not only did He give to us the ministry of reconciliation, Christ gave us a specific pattern.  

Luke 4:16 And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom was, he went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up for to read. 17  And there was delivered unto him the book of the prophet Esaias. And when he had opened the book, he found the place where it was written, 18  The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised, 19  To preach the acceptable year of the Lord. 

Christ outlined specific objectives that He wanted to accomplish.  The objectives of the church continue to be the same.  How we accomplish those objectives may take on many forms, but they are all part of fulfilling the objectives of ministry of Jesus Christ. Healing the broken hearted may involve post-divorce support groups. Deliverance to the captives may involve laying on of hands and praying or solid Bible teaching that delivers from bondage.  We do not need to become hung up on methods.  Our one fixation needs to be Jesus Christ and perpetuating His ministry. 

b. Christ gave us the ______ to fulfill His ministry.

Jesus not only gave us the ministry of reconciliation and outlined our objectives for us.  He gave us the means to accomplish the awesome task at hand.  

Acts 1:8 But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.

The power to spread the Gospel comes from being filled with the Holy Ghost.  The Bible lets us know that no ability or skill can replace the empowering of the Holy Spirit. 

Zeccariah 4:6 Not by might, nor by power, but by my spirit, saith the LORD of hosts.

c. Christ gives us a _______ to fulfill His ministry.

Christ graciously entrusts His church to fulfill His ministry, outlines the objectives for us, and then empowers us by His Spirit to fulfill His ministry.  That is certainly not all.  He then provides a place for us to work in His great Kingdom.  Revelation 21:14 tells us that the foundations of the walls of the New Jerusalem bear the names of the twelve Apostles.  God wants to let us know that ordinary people like you and I are an integral part of the Kingdom of God.  He has a place in His kingdom that only you can fill.  The purpose of this class is to help you find that place.  

Revelation 3:8 I know thy works: behold, I have set before thee an open door, and no man can shut it:

Proverbs 18:16 A man's gift maketh room for him, and bringeth him 

before great men.

The function of the church is to do the ministry of Jesus Christ.
Good To Go

Before we plug you into your place in this local body we need to make sure you understand the criteria for service at our church.  We take very seriously the admonition of the Apostle Paul in Acts 20.

Acts 20:28 Keep watch over yourselves and all the flock of which the Holy Spirit has made you overseers. Be shepherds of the church of God, which he bought with his own blood. 29 I know that after I leave, savage wolves will come in among you and will not spare the flock. 30 Even from your own number men will arise and distort the truth in order to draw away disciples after them. 31  So be on your guard!
Unfortunately there are people who come into churches with agendas other than the ministry of Christ.  We are committed to helping you find your place in the body of Christ, but we are also committed to providing a ministry that is pure in ________, _________, ________, &_________.  We have a responsibility to safe guard the church, after all, Christ paid for it with His blood.  Please know that we will always put the vision of this house, the safety and well-being of this flock ahead of individual needs and agendas.  This is also why we have a set criteria that you must meet before you are “good to go”, before you can be involved in ministry.  There are four levels of involvement at this church, and there is a set criteria, a minimum level of expectation you must meet before you may be involved in a ministry of this church.

1. Four Levels Of Involvement

There are four levels of involvement for people at Redemption Church.  This is a principle found in the ministry of Jesus Christ.  There was around Him a multitude.   Then there were those who called themselves His disciples, His followers.  Then there were the chosen twelve who were close to Him.  Out of that twelve there were three who were part of an inner circle.  This in no way reflects favoritism.  The position of people in relation to Christ had to do with their own effort.   Jesus spoke about this very thing in Mark 10.

Mark 10:40 “To sit at my right or left is not for me to grant. These places belong to those for whom they have been prepared."  41 When the ten heard about this, they became indignant with James and John. 42 Jesus called them together and said, "You know that those who are regarded as rulers of the Gentiles lord it over them, and their high officials exercise authority over them. 43 Not so with you. Instead, whoever wants to become great among you must be your servant, 44 and whoever wants to be first must be slave of all. 45 For even the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many."

Your place in the Kingdom of God and in this church has to do with your willingness to be involved and serve.  

1. These are the four levels of involvement we recognize.

2. _________ (Anyone can be an attendee.  All they have to do is show up)

3. ________ (These are graduates of The 100 who have made a commitment to the Redemption Church.  To be a member of this church you must graduate from The 100.)

4. ________ _______ (Graduates of the 200 who are actively participating in a ministry of the Redemption Church.  To be involved in any ministry of  The Redemption Church you must graduate from The 200)

5. _______ (Graduates of the 300 who are directing a department or ministry of Redemption Church. To lead a department or ministry at The Redemption Church you must graduate from The 300)

Now you know the four levels of involvement here at Redemption Church.  However, simply graduating The 200 does not guarantee you will be able to be involved in a ministry of this church.  By the same measure, simply graduating from The 300 does not guarantee you will be a leader of a ministry.  These are simply the starting points.  We have certain minimum levels of expectation we want people to achieve before any active involvement takes place.  We believe these minimum levels of expectation will keep you and us on T.R.A.C. as we run this Christian race.

2. _______ On T.R.A.C. (The minimum levels of expectation we maintain for involved members and leaders)

a. T – Stands for ______.

In allowing you to minister at this church we are giving you ownership of it.  If you want ownership in this church you must be prepared to support it with your finances.  In The 100 we told you what it cost to run this church.  In The 200 we taught you a bit more about giving.  The ministry that flows from this church only happens through the faithful giving of the membership. Do not expect us to allow you to influence our vision if you are not supporting it.  

     Tithe is ten percent of your income.  According to scripture it should be

     the first thing you pay when you receive income.  

     Leviticus 27:30 And all the tithe of the land, whether of the seed of the

     land, or of the fruit of the tree, is the LORD'S: it is holy unto the LORD.

     Exodus 23:19 The first of the firstfruits of thy land thou shalt bring into

     the house of the LORD thy God.

Making sure tithers are part of the involved membership and leadership of this church insures us of the blessing of God on our efforts, and at the

    
same time insures blessing for the people that faithfully support this 

    
church. 

Malachi 3:10 Bring ye all the tithes into the storehouse, that there may be meat in mine house, and prove me now herewith, saith the LORD of hosts, if I will not open you the windows of heaven, and pour you out a blessing, that there shall not be room enough to receive it.

b. R – Stands for ___________.  

We expect the members and leaders of this church to represent Christ in every area of their life.  The standard of this church in ______, _______, and _________ is _____ ______.   This is the standard we expect our members and leaders to be continually striving for.  

II Corinthians 5: 20 We are therefore Christ's ambassadors, as though God were making his appeal through us.

The only way you can effectively demonstrate the life of Christ is for Christ to be living in you.  

Galations 3:20 It is no longer I who live, but it is Christ who lives in me. And the life I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me.

The only way you can represent Christ and live above sin (the works of the flesh) is for Christ to live in you. 

Galations 5:16 So I say, live by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the sinful nature.

Romans 8:5  Those who live according to the sinful nature have their minds set on what that nature desires; but those who live in accordance with the Spirit have their minds set on what the Spirit desires. 6  The mind of sinful man is death, but the mind controlled by the Spirit is life and peace; 7  the sinful mind is hostile to God. It does not submit to God's law, nor can it do so. 8  Those controlled by the sinful nature cannot please God. 9  You, however, are controlled not by the sinful nature but by the Spirit, if the Spirit of God lives in you. And if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he does not belong to Christ. 10  But if Christ is in you, your body is dead because of sin, yet your spirit is alive because of righteousness.

We expect the members and leaders of this church to represent Christ in every area of their lives, and the only way to do that is to have Christ living in us, to be spirit-filled.  

c. A- Stands for ___________. 

Part of the commitment we make to people that call this church theirs is that we will provide a forum to insure they are always growing spiritually.  As has already been stated, we also are committed to a ministry that is pure in doctrine, integrity, morality, and spirituality.   The way we accomplish these dual objectives is by providing accountability and holding people accountable.  When we insure that people are spiritually stable, equipped, and acting with integrity we are protecting them and the members of our church.  

The more sensitive the area of ministry the higher the level of accountability will be.  Sunday school teachers, people leading prayer ministries, and those having access to sensitive information can expect to be held to a higher level of accountability than a person involved in sports organization or building maintenance.  

I Thessalonians 5:12 And we beseech you, brethren, to know them which labor among you.

d. C- Stands for _________. 

Committed to Christ.  Committed to the vision and leadership of this church.  With the exception of your personal relationship with God and your commitment to your family we expect your church to get your highest level of commitment.   Here is why we do not hesitate to demand this high level of commitment.  You are not working for us; this is Gods’ work.  Being Gods’ work demands that it be your best.  This is the only thing you will do that is eternal in nature.  Nothing else you touch in life escapes the boundaries of time except the work you do for God.  

Jesus established the level of commitment He expects:

Matthew 10:37 He that loveth father or mother more than me is not worthy of me: and he that loveth son or daughter more than me is not worthy of me. 38 And he that taketh not his cross, and followeth after me, is not worthy of me. 39 He that findeth his life shall lose it: and he that loseth his life for my sake shall find it.

Gifted To Go
”Each of is like a piece of a jigsaw puzzle.  Every piece has its place in God’s plan.  No one piece is optional.  How frustrating would it be to put together a 3,000-piece puzzle only to find one of the pieces missing at the end!  That’s how God sees us.  Every piece is incredibly important!  Everyone is necessary to complete the divine puzzle.  When all the pieces fit together the world can see a beautiful, completed picture of the heart of Jesus for people everywhere.”

“How do we find our place in God’s plan?  Will it come easily?  Where do we start?  As with any puzzle, each piece doesn’t smoothly fall into place on the first attempt.  It usually takes several tries to find the right fit.  If a piece does not fit on the first try you don’t toss it into the trash!  No…you keep at it because you know every piece is a perfect fit…somewhere.”

Our goal is to help you find that perfect fit here at Redemption Church.  The first step in finding that fit is for us to find out about you, and possibly help you find out about yourself.  This will by no means be an exhaustive exercise.  Nor will this exercise define your gifts with pinpoint accuracy. We could spend weeks in a gift discovery curriculum, but our purpose today is to get an idea from you of what you interest and abilities are, and point you to a ministry of this church that will be compatible with those interest and abilities.  

You are a unique design.  There is no one else like you, and that design will help us and you know where you will best fit in this church family.

1. Your D.E.S.I.G.N

D – D is for ______. What are you passionate about?   If there were no limitations, what would you want to be doing for the Lord?  We know that you will bring the greatest energy, creativity, and spirit of excellence to that which you are most passionate about.   We need to know what you desire to do. 

E – E is for __________.  You are a compilation of your experiences.  They make you who you are.  Even your bad experiences have made you who you are.  What have you been involved in previously?  Where have you had success?  What painful things have you been through?  What personal experience of life has impacted you the most?  Remember that it may be a painful experience that God wishes to use.  

Psalm 56:8 Thou tellest my wanderings: put thou my tears into thy bottle: are they not in thy book?

S – S is for ________ ______.  Every person that is born of the Spirit has been given certain spiritual gifts.   These gifts are listed in 1st Corinthians 12, Romans 12, Ephesians 4, and 1st Peter 4.  As has already been pointed out in this class, it was the intent of Christ that His ministry continues through the church after He ascended into Heaven.  To make this come to pass He has given us these spiritual gifts.  One of the great joys of a believer is knowing that Christ is ministering through you using these gifts.   What are your spiritual gifts?  Are you willing for God to use you in any of them?

I – I is for __________ ______.  Each of us has a unique temperament, or personality.  Some people are very outgoing, others more reserved.  Some people are highly creative and artistic.  Some people are highly disciplined and organized.  Some are “people persons” while others are more task oriented.  Your individual style will play a huge part in helping you find your perfect fit.  Please remember that there is a place for every individual, indeed we welcome the diversity that many different personalities bring to the body of Christ.  You see this individual style working even among the disciples of Christ.  Peter was boisterous and extroverted.  John was reserved and quiet.  

G – G is for _____ _____.  We are all at different stages of spiritual development.  It should be noted that your growth phase has nothing to do with the length of time you have been attending church.  It has to do with the intensity and regularity of your relationship with Christ.   Jesus turned over His ministry to former fishermen and tax collectors that were only about three years old in their relationship with Christ.  How you apply yourself in study of Gods’ Word affects your growth phase.  It is important that the ministry you involve yourself in match where you are in your growth in Christ. 

I Timothy 3:6 A person desiring to be a spiritual leader must must not be a recent convert, or he may become conceited and fall under the same judgment as the devil.

II Peter 3:18 But grow in grace, and in the knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.

N – N is for _______ _________.   What comes easily to you?  Do you have a great singing voice?   Can you work easily with your hands to do small repairs?  Can you, with little effort, connect with kids on their level?  When we work within our design life is exciting and fun.  When you are doing what comes naturally to you it is easy to bring a lot of energy and creativity to what you are doing.  This is what God desires for you.   

Psalm 100:2 Serve the LORD with gladness.

When you bring all of these components together you will find your design, and then your perfect fit into this Body of Believers.  We strongly urge you to read the material recommended in the Pit Stops.  It will give you tremendous insight into yourself, and propel you into great accomplishment in every area of your life.  Take a few moments and fill out the D.E.S.I.G.N. form at the end of this book and turn that in before you leave the class.  This will give us a starting point that we can use to help you find your way into a perfect fit in our church.  
Where To Go

Now that you have an idea about what we expect and what your giftings are we want you to become involved in a ministry of this church.  Before we give you a list of places you can be involved we want to make one final distinction for you.  There are two types of service you can be involved in.  It should be understood that one is not more valuable or worthy than the other is.   They are simply different ways of serving the same Lord.   

Mark 9:41 For truly I tell you, whoever gives you a cup of water to drink because you bear the name of Christ will by no means lose the reward.

We are going to distinguish the two types as Service Ministries and Impartation Ministries. 

1. _______ ________

Service ministries are hands on ministries that employ skills people use in every facet of life.  Cleaning the church facilities, driving senior saints to events, cooking a meal for a sick person, providing hospitality to our guests each week, ushering, and providing child care for special events are all types of service ministries.  These should not be considered as less than a prayer of preaching ministry.  Indeed the apostles of the early church taught us that if someone does not do the Service Ministries the Impartation Ministries would suffer.  It should also be noted that the people selected for Service Ministries were people “full of the Holy Ghost”.  They were just as spiritual as those in teaching and prayer ministries, they simply had a different D.E.S.I.G.N.  

Acts 6:1 In those days when the number of disciples was increasing, the Grecian Jews among them complained against the Hebraic Jews because their widows were being overlooked in the daily distribution of food. 2  So the Twelve gathered all the disciples together and said, "It would not be right for us to neglect the ministry of the word of God in order to wait on tables.3  Brothers, choose seven men from among you who are known to be full of the Spirit and wisdom. We will turn this responsibility over to them 4 and will give our attention to prayer and the ministry of the word."5 This proposal pleased the whole group. They chose Stephen, a man full of faith and of the Holy Spirit; also Philip, Procures, Nicanor, Timor, Parmesan, and Nicholas from Antioch, a convert to Judaism. 6  They presented these men to the apostles, who prayed and laid their hands on them.7  So the word of God spread. The number of disciples in Jerusalem increased rapidly, and a large number of priests became obedient to the faith.

In this passage we see the perfect marriage of Service and Impartation Ministries.   And look at the powerful results!  “So the word of God spread. The number of disciples in Jerusalem increased rapidly, and a large number of priests became obedient to the faith.”

2. _________ __________.

Teachings, praying, witnessing, worship teams, small group leader, and choirs are all examples of Impartation Ministries.  These are called Impartation Ministries because the primary focus of these ministries is the impart or give.  They are used to give instruction through teaching.  They are used to give encouragement and strength through prayer and worship.  They are used to provide discipleship and mentoring through small group leadership.  

Romans 1:11 I long to see you so that I may impart to you some spiritual gift to make you strong--12 that is, that you and I may be mutually encouraged by each other's faith.
