God’s Word For You
(Introduction)

The first recorded instance of God speaking is in Genesis 1:3.  The sound of His voice crashing throughout the blackened, chaotic, cosmos had a galvanizing effect.  It was the singular, most powerful force moving through that void.  Any “Big Bang” would have paled in comparison. His voice, speaking resulted in;

· Light spreading through the universe.  Stars, that are larger than the diameter of our earth’s orbit around the sun, sprang to life like so many twinkling Christmas lights.

· The atmosphere with all of its elements sprang into being.

· Oceans, Seas, Rivers, Lakes, Ponds, Streams.

· Dry land to appear.

· Spread myriad forms of life around what had been a lifeless, cold, rock spinning in space.

When God speaks something powerful, 

glorious, and magnificent happens.

God spoke from Mt. Sinai in Exodus 20.  His voice was so powerful that the  mountain shook and the people begged for the voice to stop.  Out of that thundering emerged a moral law that was so powerful that it has been the foundation for the most successful of civilizations.  And to this day if you live your life according to those precepts it will ensure your success.  

When God speaks something powerful,

 glorious, and magnificent happens.

God, wrapped in flesh, in Matthew 4, stepped up to the prow of a ship that was being beaten by the elements.  The men on board were terrified.   But then the same thing that happened in the beginning, the same thing that happened at Sinai, happened again.  God spoke.  Let me repeat it one more time.

When God speaks something powerful,

 glorious, and magnificent happens.

Three words, falling from His mouth, “Peace, be still”.  The waves, that moments before threatened to destroy and overwhelm, flattened out like a millpond.  The wind that had howled like a banshee was no more.  

Let me share with you an insight that will bring hope to you. 

· Should your world ever be dark and chaotic, 

· If your life is ever empty and void, 

· If you ever need a moral compass to find your way out of some dark morass that you find yourself in, 

· If the storms of life ever threaten to overwhelm you,

At that moment in your life the only thing you need to rescue you is God speaking a word into your life. 

Revelation 1:15 say that God’s “Voice is as the sound of many waters”.  It is a flood that has the power to move mountains, wash out any barrier, and cleanse any stain.

I have done some study, and have concluded that there is only one thing Christ ever added to a miracle.  He may have sent others to fetch water, to roll away a stone, to go and wash in a certain pool.  He may have mixed saliva and dirt to rub into a blind man’s eyes.  But there is only one element that he ever added to a miracle that was not already there.  That element was His voice.  He spoke and the miraculous took place.  He spoke and the laws of time and physics and of the natural realm were defied.  Just adding his voice produced the miraculous.

I have no doubt that for some of us nothing short of a supernatural miracle will suffice to rescue us from our present trouble.  For those needing the miraculous, I submit to you the only element missing is the voice of God.

That is the good news, let me share with you the great news.

Hebrews  1:1 -  God, who at sundry times and in divers manners spake in time past unto the fathers by the prophets, 2  Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds;  3  Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person, and upholding all things by the word of his power,

When God spoke to;

· The paralytic his legs began to function.

· The blind his eyes were opened.

· The hemophiliac, the hemorrhaging stopped.

· The hungry food appeared for them.

· The diseased they were healed.

· The dead they were resurrected.

The God whose voice;

· Ordered the cosmos.

· Produced life.

· Calmed the sea.

· Was the extra ingredient in every New Testament miracle

Has spoken to us!

Something powerful, glorious, and

magnificent, is set to take place in our lives!

I know this because it is God’s record.  That every time He speaks something spectacular happens.  

Isaiah 55:10 -  As the rain and the snow come down from heaven, and do not return to it without watering the earth and making it bud and flourish, so that it yields seed for the sower and bread for the eater, 11  so is my word that goes out from my mouth: It will not return to me empty, but will accomplish what I desire and achieve the purpose for which I sent it.

Scripture gives us an indisputable record that God speaking will produce the miraculous.  Scripture also let’s us know that He has spoken in our day, and unto us. 

Touch someone and tell them “Something glorious is going to happen in my life because God has spoken to me”

It intrigues me that in Isaiah 55 God compared His spoken Word to rain, and in Revelation 1 He compared His Spoken Word to flooding waters.  This intrigues me because I know something about water.  I know water always seeks the lowest points possible.  Water poured on the pulpit will flow off onto the platform, and from there it will find the angles and flow onto the floor.  A bucket of water poured out at the Continental Divide will not stop flowing until it reaches the sea, because water never stops flowing until it reaches the lowest point possible.   That healing Word God spoke is falling like the rain, flowing like a river, and it will not stop just at the upper end of humanity, where people have their lives in order, and have no need of God. But it will flow down, down, down, to the lowest, most miserable of human conditions.  I do not want anyone to think they are beneath the reach of God.  It will flow into prisons, into shattered homes, into ghettos, into tormented minds and hearts.  

Hebrews 4:12 -  For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.

That healing, life-giving, peace-bringing, darkness-destroying Word will filter down through the cracks and crevasses of your heart and heal your deepest wounds, and cleanse you of the wounds, thoughts, and sins that you have hidden deeper than any others.

Touch someone and tell them “Something glorious is going to happen in my life because God Has spoken to me”

The challenge for us is to hear what God has spoken unto us.  Scripture lets us know emphatically that God has spoken.  We just need to know what the Word is.  This was why the Christ continually reminded His followers “He that hath ears to hear, let him hear”.  He was continually reminding His followers to listen to Him.  He knew that the Words were life.  But He could not help those that would not hear.  So he would remind them again, and again.  

We must hear God, and know what His word is for us today!

God Has left His written Word as our guide, “a lamp unto our feet and a light unto our path”.  But I am not speaking of the timeless wisdom of this Book.  God will direct a word to your life that will be evidenced in Scripture, but will be tailor-made for your situation.

He will also send a preacher to deliver specific messages at certain times.  Revelation, Chapters 2 and 3 consist of seven messages from God for the seven churches of Asia.  But these messages were not given directly to the churches.  Instead, in each case the message is given to the angel, or messenger, of that church.

· 2:1   – “Unto the angel of the church of Ephesus”

· 2:8   – “Unto the angel of the church of Smyrna”

· 2:18 – “Unto the angel of the church of Thyatira”

· 3:1   -  “Unto the angel of the church of Sardis”

· 3:7   -  “Unto the angel of the church of Philadelphia”

· 3:14 -  “Unto the angel of the church of Laodecia”

In none of these cases was the message delivered straight to the church, but it was filtered through a messenger, or a preacher.  How many knows that you must have a preacher?  I am a little concerned about people who always get the message three days before I do.  I am a little concerned about the erroneous philosophy of the day that has made preaching some form of entertainment.  We all need a preacher to deliver to us the current Word from God.

Romans 10:13-  For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved. 14  How then shall they call on him in whom they have not believed? and how shall they believe in him of whom they have not heard? and how shall they hear without a preacher?  15  And how shall they preach, except they be sent? as it is written, How beautiful are the feet of them that preach the gospel of peace, and bring glad tidings of good things!

I Corinthians 1: 21- …it pleased God by the foolishness of preaching to save them that believe.

Every one of these churches of Asia was embroiled in turmoil and problems. There was witchcraft, immorality, division, materialism, false doctrine.  They were consumed with problems.  The message from God to the messenger was highlighting what the problems were, and giving solutions to them.  God did not lay on the church the responsibility of straightening all of this stuff out.  That was all for the messenger.

But then there comes the time when God will speak directly to His church.  This delivering, healing, empowering Word does not need to be filtered through the lips of a messenger.  God left it in a direct form for His people.  He encapsulated what He wants to communicate so that even a messenger as feeble as myself cannot muddle it up.  In the closing pages of His communiqué to the church He left a message, a Word straight to the heart of His people.  And I hope that you realize by now…

And He has spoken to us, and He has left a Word for us.  Are you ready to hear it?  Do you want to know what God would speak to you, and to His church?

As I have already told you the seven messages of Revelation 2 and 3 were delivered to the messengers.  But at the conclusion of each address God left a Word for the church.  Not filtered through the preacher, but directly to the church.  Seven times in these two chapters Christ said, “He that hath an ear, let him hear”.  In other words, “this is for everybody, make sure you get this.  You can let the messenger worry about the problems, and their solutions.  But this part is for everybody.  This is my Word for my Church.”  And seven times Christ left a Word for the church.  Seven churches with all different kinds of people, and all different kinds of trouble.  But Christ gave the same message to each of them.

· 2:7  - “He that overcometh will I give to eat of the tree of life”

· 2:11- “He that overcometh shall not be hurt…”

· 2:17- “He that overcometh I will give to eat of the hidden manna”

· 2:26- “He that overcometh will I give power over the nations”

· 3:5 – “He that overcometh the same shall be clothed in white raiment”

· 3:12- “He that overcometh will I make a pillar in the temple My God”

· 3:21- “He that overcometh will I grant to sit with me in my throne”  

God left a Word for His church, He has spoken to us.  And His Word for us is overcome, overcome, overcome, overcome.  He knows there are all kinds of problems, all kinds of trouble, all kinds of temptations.  He will send a messenger, a preacher to help you through.  But His word to you today is overcome, overcome, overcome, overcome.  Seven times Christ called for the churches attention, and then seven times he gave the same message, overcome, overcome, overcome.  Overcome simply means to get the victory over soemthing.

This is our Word from God, church. This is our mission.  This is our mandate.  To overcome sin, to overcome evil, to overcome despair, to overcome frustration, to overcome guilt, to overcome heartache, to overcome ourselves.   

But the Word Christ has left us is not empty.  It is not just black ink on white paper.  There is substance behind it.  He will not ask us to do that which we are incapable of.  If He ask something of us it is because he has made it possible.  He is not just asking us to overcome based on our own strength and ability. Along with the mandate to overcome, we have been given the power to overcome.

The best way I can explain it is referencing the original method used to develop vaccines.  The infectious micro-organisms, bacteria or viruses, were injected into a host that was immune to them.  Small-pox could be injected into a cow, because the cow had the necessary chemistry to fight it.  When the infection had run its course the blood of that beast carried the vaccine, or attenuated micro-organisms.  A solution made from that blood, from the one which had overcome the disease, could be injected into another and they to could overcome the disease.  The only thing needed was the blood of the overcomer applied to you. 

Let me borrow the lyrics of an old Gospel hymn, and ask you, “Are you washed in the blood, The soul-cleansing blood of the lamb?”

John 16:33- “In the world ye shall have tribulation: but be of good cheer; I have overcome the world.”

John 14:16 -  And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever; 17  Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you. 18  I will not leave you comfortless: I will come to you. 19  Yet a little while, and the world seeth me no more; but ye see me: because I live, ye shall live also. – Because He overcame we shall also At that day ye shall know that I am in my Father, and ye in me, and I in you.

Ephesians1:7 – “we have redemption through his blood,”

Revelation 12:11 lets us know that we can overcome Satan “by the blood of the lamb”

It is not just an empty word, but one with power and substance.  Now all that needs to happen is for you to receive it.  God has given you a word, and when He speaks something powerful, glorious, and magnificent happens.   His word to us is overcome.  By his blood.
