Seizing Your Divine Moment (II)

Last week we began a study entitled seizing your divine moment.  The basic premise is that our lives are defined by moments, and what we do with them.  We chart the course and destiny of our lives in moments, and God will present us with moments that can forever change our destinies and touch people all around us.  From the Word of God we learned basically three things.  

1. God will present to every life divine moments in which you can change the course of your life.  We looked at how he called his disciples to follow Him, walking along a seashore, never breaking stride, because that is the nature of time.  When a divine moment of destiny presents itself we usually do not have a lot of time for deliberation. He cames to all of us as He did those men in Matthew 16 saying “Follow me and I will make you…”   Their response was immediate.  God chooses us for what we can be.  He presents us with moments exploding with possibility. 

2. The power of moments.  Moments are as numerous as the stars in the sky and the sand on the beach.  Consequently they are easily overlooked and taken for granted.   But we don’t understand their latent power.  One of the Greek words from which we get the English word moment is atomos.  This is also the root word for atom and atomic. 
· Both are the smallest measuring units.  A moment is the smallest measurement of time.  An atom is the smallest element of matter.  

· Both are infinite in number consequently easy to ignore, easy to overlook, easy to miss, easy to take for granted.  

· They both contain the same disproportionate power relative to size. 

Fission is the act or process of splitting an atom into parts.   It is seizing an individual atom and releasing the explosive power contained within it.   When God presents you with a moment and you seize it you instigate an atomic reaction. You become a human catalyst creating a divine impact on the world. 

3. How to seize a moment.  We seize divine moments through choice.  We are not victims of circumstances or products of environments nearly as much as we are the products of choices.  A moment is the gateway through which your divine journey to your God given destiny begins.  Choice is the key that unlocks that gate.   The most spiritual activity of any life is not prayer, Bible reading, worship, or meditation.  It is making choices, because each choice either lets a moment slip by or unlocks the dynamic of that moment.
