· Jeremiah: Peace peace where there is no peace.

· Where and what is the peace that we need as individuals, communities, and nations?

· Christ is our peace. 

· Peace has much to do with acceptance, Christ did not avoid the cross, he accepted it. 

· The paradox of peace is that it must be won.  It was not pacifist that brought peace to Europe but courageous soldiers.  The chastisement, punishment for peace, was upon Christ.  Peace comes with a price tag.  Whether we are speaking as nations of as individuals there will be a war waged for peace.  It may be a war with your desires, or a war with guns.   And why not, what is peace worth if it is not worth fighting for.  You will fight for peace because there is an aggressor. 

· Too many people spend too much energy and time trying to insulate themselves from the vicissitudes of life.  Their time would be better spent striving for peace that would carry them through every trouble.  Paul, I know how to be abased, I know how to abound, and I have learned how to be content in every state that I am in. Jesus stated it so well to Pontius Pilate as He stood in His court; “You are not going to take my life from me, I will lay it down with full assurance that I can pick it up again.  You cannot trouble me.” 

· World’s peace is external, God’s peace is internal.  

· 23  Therefore if thou bring thy gift to the altar, and there rememberest that thy brother hath ought against thee;

· 24  Leave there thy gift before the altar, and go thy way; first be reconciled to thy brother, and then come and offer thy gift.

· Peace is comes to us best from an understanding and relationship with God.  Certainly people find an inner calm outside of God.  But that peace is not transcendent.  Eternal peace must be founded on eternal things.  

· Peace happens for us as an individual when what we are on the inside matches what we are on the outside.  \ 14  For he is our peace, who hath made both one, and hath broken down the middle wall of partition between us; 15  Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, even the law of commandments contained in ordinances; for to make in himself of twain one new man, so making peace; 16  And that he might reconcile both unto God in one body by the cross, having slain the enmity thereby:
