The Works Of The Father Part II
I Timothy 3:16 And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the world, received up into glory. 
Let me very quickly bring you up to speed on what I delivered to you last week.  I did not intend for this concept to become a series but I had more information to divulge than I could cover in one sermon.  Let me say that I feel this concept I preached, and will expand upon in this sermon is perhaps the most profound thing I have delivered to you this year.

The salient points from last week are as follows.

According to I Timothy 3:16 God was manifest in the flesh.  This is more than the visible image of the invisible God being manifest.  Everything that was God was manifested in Jesus Christ.
In John 10 Jesus told the Jews that the works He would do, the things He would do, the miracles He would perform would be the works of the Father. And they, more than anything that He said or was said about Him, would be His proof that He was God. 

In John 10 He offered a challenge.  He told the Jews that if the works He did were not the works of the Father, if they were not the manifestation of things God had done but had never been seen, then the Jews did not have to listen to Him. He simply told them, “Watch what I do”.
In John 5 He told them that if they could not believe John then Baptist then all they had to do was let Him God to work, because He had a witness, or proof greater than the preached word.  That proof was what He was able to do.  

I listed for you how every work of God in the OT had a NT miracle counterpart. 

Genesis 1:2 God moved upon the face of the ocean (Never seen) / Matthew 14:25/26 Jesus comes walking on the waves.
Genesis 1:21/22 God spoke fish into a sea that was barren / Luke 5:4-6 Jesus orders the fishermen to cast their nets into a sea that had yielded nothing, and when they obeyed they pulled in such a cast that it almost swamped the boat.

In Exodus 16 God fed the people that had followed Moses into the desert by making food to appear. / In Matthew 14 there was a crowd of 5000 people that had followed Jesus into the desert, He fed them with 5 loaves of bread and two fish.
Speaking of those fish and loaves.  In Genesis 1:11/22 God commanded that the grains of the field and the creatures of the sea to be fruitful and multiply.  In Matthew 14 Jesus caused the fish and loaves to be multiplied. 

In Exodus 31:18 God gave wrote His law on stone with His own finger. / In John 8:6 Jesus wrote the law of grace upon the ground with His fingertip.
In Genesis 2:7 God created man out of the dust of the ground. / In John 9:6 Christ spits into the dust, rubs the clay into the sockets of a blind man causing Him to see.

In Deuteronomy 33:26, Psalm 68:26 & 33, and Isaiah 19:1 we learn that God rides upon the heavens and moves through the clouds at will.  / Acts 1:9 records the ascension of Christ into Heaven.
In Egypt God turned the waters into blood, in the NT Jesus turned the water into wine which He called the blood of a new covenant. 

The miracles of Christ are more than demonstrations of power.  These are the manifest acts of God.  Things people had heard of but never seen.  Jesus said the works that I do are the works of my Father, and they bear witness of me, they are my proof.  This is important because more than anything that is ever said Christ was and is willing to prove Himself by what He can do. 

He is willing to prove He is God not just by what is said, but by what He can do.  

I wrapped up the sermon last week by reiterating the challenge Christ issued to the Jews.

If He cannot do the work don’t believe Him. Let Christ go to work.  Let Him shine the light of love into your heart.  If He cannot do the works of the Father in you then you don’t have to believe on Him.

If He cannot create beauty and harmony out of chaos…
If He cannot bring peace to explosive violence…
If He cannot bring order to catastrophic conditions…
If He cannot make fruitful what was barren…

If He cannot speak light of hope into the darkness of despair…
If He cannot bring the light of liberty into the darkness of bondage…

If He cannot breathe life into what you think is hopelessly dead…
Then don’t believe Him. But first…..give Him the chance. 

A Manifest Work
Remember, God was manifest in the flesh, everything about God, everything that comprised God was manifest in Jesus Christ.  When Christ does a work it is nothing more than a manifestation of something God has previously done. 

John 9:1  And as Jesus passed by, he saw a man which was blind from his birth. 2  And his disciples asked him, saying, Master, who did sin, this man, or his parents, that he was born blind? 3  Jesus answered, Neither hath this man sinned, nor his parents: but that the works of God should be made manifest in him. 4  I must work the works of him that sent me, while it is day: the night cometh, when no man can work. 5  As long as I am in the world, I am the light of the world. 6  When he had thus spoken, he spat on the ground, and made clay of the spittle, and he anointed the eyes of the blind man with the clay, 7  And said unto him, Go, wash in the pool of Siloam, (which is by interpretation, Sent.) He went his way therefore, and washed, and came seeing.

Jesus plainly tells His disciples what he will tell the Jews, and what I am telling you.  God wants to manifest His power in the lives of human beings.  The power that created the first body out of dust will once again move in dust to create seeing eyes.  Can I tell you that God wants to be manifest in your life?  Seen in your life?  Revealed in your life?  

Romans 1:19  Because that which may be known of God is manifest in them; for God hath showed it unto them. 20  For the invisible things of him from the creation of the world (Not just a point in time, but from the actual creation) are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, (manifest) even his eternal power and Godhead; so that they are without excuse:

God wants the things of creation that were never seen to be manifest in us.  

We will know God when His creative work is manifest in us. 

Let me correlate two verses for you.  Romans 1:19 that which may be known of God is manifest in them.  John 9:3 The works of God should be manifest in him.  God wants to manifest or show His creative power IN US.

Do you understand what I am preaching to you?  Every miracle of Christ was as though He presses replay and re-did all the creative acts of God, He manifest them.  

II Corinthians 4:6 For God, who commanded the light to shine out of darkness, hath shined in our hearts,

1. What has entered into us and gone to work on us is nothing more than the same force used to lay the foundation of the universe.   It is so powerful that it will leave you totally different.  If you let Christ Go to work on you it will leave you with three things.

2. A life that is unrecognizable.

3. A testimony that is inarguable.

4. And a faith that is unshakable.

Unrecognizable
When Christ does the work of the Father in us we will no more resemble our old self than the newly created world of Genesis one resembles the place of chaotic darkness that God went to work on.  There will be no trace of the confusion, no trace of the darkness, any trace of the barrenness left. 

After he healed the blind man in John 9 the transformation was so radical that the people refused to believe He was the same guy.  The scene that takes place after his healing is would be comical were it not so sad. 

John 9: 8  The neighbours therefore, and they which before had seen him that he was blind, said, Is not this he that sat and begged? 9  Some said, This is he: others said, He is like him:

John 9: 18  But the Jews did not believe concerning him, that he had been blind, and received his sight, until they called the parents of him that had received his sight. 19  And they asked them, saying, Is this your son, who ye say was born blind? how then doth he now see? 20  His parents answered them and said, We know that this is our son, and that he was born blind: 21  But by what means he now seeth, we know not; or who hath opened his eyes, we know not: he is of age; ask him: he shall speak for himself.

Let me tell you my friend, you let the one that created the universe go to work on you and nothing will ever be the same.  People will be saying 

“You know, that looks like them but…..I am not sure…could be…maybe…naahh”

You will be saying;  “You know this looks like my marriage…kinda…sorta.  This looks kinda like my carreer….I am not sure. 
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UNRECOGNIZABLE! How does such a change take place?

II Corinthians 4:6 For God, who commanded the light to shine out of darkness, hath shined in our hearts,
Inarguable
The Jews called a tribunal to prove that this blind man had not been healed by God.  

John 9: 24  Then again called they the man that was blind, and said unto him, Give God the praise: we know that this man is a sinner. 25  He answered and said, Whether he be a sinner or no, I know not: one thing I know, that, whereas I was blind, now I see. 26  Then said they to him again, What did he to thee? how opened he thine eyes? 27  He answered them, I have told you already, and ye did not hear: wherefore would ye hear it again? will ye also be his disciples? 28  Then they reviled him, and said, Thou art his disciple; but we are Moses' disciples. 29  We know that God spake unto Moses: as for this fellow, we know not from whence he is. 30  The man answered and said unto them, Why herein is a marvellous thing, that ye know not from whence he is, and yet he hath opened mine eyes. 31  Now we know that God heareth not sinners: but if any man be a worshipper of God, and doeth his will, him he heareth. 32  Since the world began was it not heard that any man opened the eyes of one that was born blind. 33  If this man were not of God, he could do nothing.
They drug the former blind man in to argue theology, and he responded, “Look, I don’t know about all that.  I am not sure who that guy is, I am not certain about everything being said.  I just know one thing, I was blind and now I see. This must be God because to see power like that you have to go all the way back to when the world began.” 

You can argue all day long but the works will speak for themselves.

Don’t tell me people don’t speak in tongues.
Don’t tell me people are not miraculously healed.

Don’t tell me chains of bondage cannot be shattered.
Don’t tell me marriages cannot be restored.

Don’t tell me lives cannot be restored.
Don’t tell me God cannot miraculously provide for my every need.

Don’t tell me celestial joy cannot live in a mortal heart.
What I have when I let Jesus do His work is a testimony that is inarguable.  You can sit around a debate what is possible and what is feasible, but all I can say is where I once was blind now I see.  This is why this sermon is important.  

Unshakable 

After Jesus does the work you will be unrecognizable, and your testimony will be inarguable.  Whats more, when you understand that Jesus will manifest the very works of the Father in you your faith will be unshakable.  This has been driven deep into my spirit.

I Timothy 3:16 And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in the flesh
Every work of Christ is a replaying of the creative work of God. 

Is it any wonder when we pray for healing that we are healed?
Is it any wonder that when we pray for deliverance bondage is shattered?

Is it any wonder that when we ask God to reshape our heart and life a miraculous change takes place?
Is it any wonder when we ask God to turn our sorrow to joy a well of life bursts inside us?

Just as the work of God was to be made manifest in a blind man, so the work of God is to be made manifest in your life.  

Jesus is asking you to just watch Him work…
