A MAN TO TILL THE GROUND
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Gen 2:1-8

1 Thus the heavens and the earth were finished, and all the host of them.

2 And on the seventh day God ended his work which he had made; and he rested on the seventh day from all his work which he had made.

3 And God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it: because that in it he had rested from all his work which God created and made.

4 These are the generations of the heavens and of the earth when they were created, in the day that the LORD God made the earth and the heavens,

5 And every plant of the field before it was in the earth, and every herb of the field before it grew: for the LORD God had not caused it to rain upon the earth, and there was not a man to till the ground.
6 But there went up a mist from the earth, and watered the whole face of the ground.

7 And the LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul.

8 And the LORD God planted a garden eastward in Eden; and there he put the man whom he had formed.

Creation was finished but had not reached its potential. 

There was no water.

There was no one to care for it.  
Gen 2:15

15 And the LORD God took the man, and put him into the garden of Eden to dress it and to keep it.
Dress = till, cultivate, dig.
Keep = watch, supervise


Mankind was and is a necessary part in order to bring God’s creation to its potential.

Creation was not a completed product.

Ex. Adam named all the creatures.

Kept and dressed the land.

Adam came in order to draw the potential from the complete creation.

He came to till the ground of God’s sacred GARDEN, to watch over it, to protect it. 

A man came on the scene in order “manage” The garden of GOD.

This man became the head of the Garden, he became the tiller of the ground.

GOD’S NEW GARDEN

1 Cor 3:7-9

7 So then neither is he that planteth any thing, neither he that watereth; but God that giveth the increase.
8 Now he that planteth and he that watereth are one: and every man shall receive his own reward according to his own labour.

9 For we are labourers together with God: ye are God's husbandry, ye are God's building.

Husbandry = Garden, farm, field.
We are the new creation.

We are his new GARDEN.

God has once again placed man in the midst of his GARDEN in order to dress and to keep it.

The first man who should be in charge of your life is Christ.

The first man Adam was head of God’s first Garden.

The last Adam is head over God’s new Garden.

1 Cor. 15:45

Luke 3:38 Adam was the son of God.

John 14:17-20

17 Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.

18 I will not leave you comfortless: I will come to you.

19 Yet a little while, and the world seeth me no more; but ye see me: because I live, ye shall live also.

20 At that day ye shall know that I am in my Father, and ye in me, and I in you.

There are those who are put into your life in order to bring you and the rest of the church (GARDEN) to it’s potential.
Luke 13:6-9

6 He spake also this parable; A certain man had a fig tree planted in his vineyard; and he came and sought fruit thereon, and found none.

7 Then said he unto the dresser of his vineyard, Behold, these three years I come seeking fruit on this fig tree, and find none: cut it down; why cumbereth it the ground?

8 And he answering said unto him, Lord, let it alone this year also, till I shall dig about it, and dung it:

9 And if it bear fruit, well: and if not, then after that thou shalt cut it down.

Heb 5:12

12 For when for the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need that one teach you again which be the first principles of the oracles of God; and are become such as have need of milk, and not of strong meat.

Heb 6:9

9 But, beloved, we are persuaded better things of you, and things that accompany salvation, though we thus speak.

There are ministries active in your life, there are men and women in your lives that must be honored for there works sake.

Eph 4:11-16

11 And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers;

12 For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ:

13 Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ:

14 That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive;

15 But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which is the head, even Christ:

16 From whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted by that which every joint supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of every part, maketh increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in love.

1 Thess 5:12-13

12 And we beseech you, brethren, to know them which labour among you, and are over you in the Lord, and admonish you;

13 And to esteem them very highly in love for their work's sake. And be at peace among yourselves.

Once again SHOCKINGLY the focus is not on the tiller, the minister.

The focus is on the GARDEN,(the church) the beloved, the saints.

SHOCKINGLY THE GARDEN SEEMED TO BE THE FOCUS AND NOT THE TILLER (ADAM).
