1 John 1:6-10

6 If we say that we have fellowship with him, and walk in darkness, we lie, and do not the truth:

7 But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin.
You cannot just decide to have fellowship with him. You can go around telling everyone that you have fellowship with him, “hey I am a Christian” but it is not true until the sin issue is resolved in our lives.

Sin is the obstacle to fellowship with GOD. And with one another. 

Fellowship with God and one another is the definition of CHRISTIANITY.  

YOU GOTTA DEAL WITH SIN. Sin is the obstacle to fellowship! So how do we deal with SIN? 

He gives us some options;
1.

8 If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us.

2.

9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.

3.

10 If we say that we have not sinned, we make him a liar, and his word is not in us.

The four Rs

1.rationalization

2.relabeling

3.redefining

4.RELIGION

These are the four ways men have designed tot deal with SHAME.

Let’s look at option number two.

If my people who are called by my name will humble themselves…. 

Genesis 4:7

 If thou doest well, shalt thou not be accepted? and if thou doest not well, sin lieth at the door. And unto thee shall be his desire, and thou shalt rule over him.

Matt 6:14

14 For if ye forgive men their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also forgive you:

Matt 17:20

20 And Jesus said unto them, Because of your unbelief: for verily I say unto you, If ye have faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye shall say unto this mountain, Remove hence to yonder place; and it shall remove; and nothing shall be impossible unto you.

IF we confess sins, he is two things;

1. faithful

2. Just        

I like the word “FATHFUL”, I am not so sure I like the word “JUST”.

IF we confess sins , he will do two things;

1. Forgive our sins……(Overlook our actions.)

2. cleanse us from unrighteousness…(take care of condition)
Isa 53:5

But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed.

Wounded = outward injury, break in the skin or flesh. For our outward acts.

Bruised = internal injury, internal bleeding, for our iniquity. (inner condition.

Ps 51:1-10

Have mercy upon me, O God, according to thy lovingkindness: according unto the multitude of thy tender mercies blot out my transgressions.

2 Wash me throughly from mine iniquity, and cleanse me from my sin.

3 For I acknowledge my transgressions: and my sin is ever before me.

4 Against thee, thee only, have I sinned, and done this evil in thy sight: that thou mightest be justified when thou speakest, and be clear when thou judgest.

5 Behold, I was shapen in iniquity; and in sin did my mother conceive me.

6 Behold, thou desirest truth in the inward parts: and in the hidden part thou shalt make me to know wisdom.

7 Purge me with hyssop, and I shall be clean: wash me, and I shall be whiter than snow.

8 Make me to hear joy and gladness; that the bones which thou hast broken may rejoice.

David understood that his conduct was a product of his condition and that he did not simply need God to overlook his sin but that his inner condition be corrected as well.
Prov 4:23

Keep thy heart with all diligence; for out of it are the issues of life.

Matt 12:34

34 O generation of vipers, how can ye, being evil, speak good things? for out of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaketh.

Matt 15:11-20

11 Not that which goeth into the mouth defileth a man; but that which cometh out of the mouth, this defileth a man.

12 Then came his disciples, and said unto him, Knowest thou that the Pharisees were offended, after they heard this saying?

13 But he answered and said, Every plant, which my heavenly Father hath not planted, shall be rooted up.

14 Let them alone: they be blind leaders of the blind. And if the blind lead the blind, both shall fall into the ditch.

15 Then answered Peter and said unto him, Declare unto us this parable.

WE ARE CONTAMINATED FROM WITHIN
James 1:14-15

14 But every man is tempted, when he is drawn away of his own lust, and enticed.

15 Then when lust hath conceived, it bringeth forth sin: and sin, when it is finished, bringeth forth death.

The lust was already resident.
Matt 23:26-28

26 Thou blind Pharisee, cleanse first that which is within the cup and platter, that the outside of them may be clean also.
27 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye are like unto whited sepulchres, which indeed appear beautiful outward, but are within full of dead men's bones, and of all uncleanness.

28 Even so ye also outwardly appear righteous unto men, but within ye are full of hypocrisy and iniquity.
