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Ps 27:4

4 One thing have I desired of the LORD, that will I seek after; that I may dwell in the house of the LORD all the days of my life, to behold the beauty of the LORD, and to inquire in his temple.

Desire;

Determines what you seek after.

How you live.

What you look for.

What we learn.

Desire is the cause of what you seek, how you live, what you look for, what you pursue.  
Simply stated; You do what you want to do. You will live how you want to live. You see what you want to see. Learn what you have a desire to learn.

I reject the victim mentality which many today are fond of. We are a product of our desires, Particularly in America.

1 Peter 2:1-3

2:1 Wherefore laying aside all malice, and all guile, and hypocrisies, and envies, and all evil speakings,

2 As newborn babes, desire the sincere milk of the word, that ye may grow thereby:

3 If so be ye have tasted that the Lord is gracious.

Desire the sincere milk of the word. Like babies do. 
I have had my turn at preaching whether or not they wanted it or not. That is the most frustrating experience in the world.

“You may not want to hear this, but I’m gonna tell you anyway” 

The truth is that if you did not want to hear it, you probably won’t hear it no matter what I do.

Growth is not a result of the word. I is a result of the desire for the word.

Baby food does not cause proper growth in a baby. A giant appetite for baby food causes growth.

2 Tim 3:15

15 And that from a child thou hast known the holy scriptures, which are able to make thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus.

Quizzing, desire for points? Trophies? For recognition? The reason that Jerry and Lori and Tracy …. Do this is that we hope that in the process of all this they will develop the appetite for the word of GOD.

NOTICE;

Peter did not say “ drink this milk whether you want it or not.” He said “desire it”.

Gods word is more directed to our minds, our spirits, our appetites more than it is to our flesh.

Forcing the unwilling to eat can perhaps keep them alive for a little while, however if they do not develop an appetite they will not develop properly and they will not live long.

Heb 5:11-12

11 Of whom we have many things to say, and hard to be uttered, seeing ye are dull of hearing.
12 For when for the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need that one teach you again which be the first principles of the oracles of God; and are become such as have need of milk, and not of strong meat.

Was this underdevelopment a result of a lack of the word? NO! Paul was their teacher, Peter was the apostle to the Jews. James the brother of Jesus was the head of the church of the Jews.

It was a lack of desire for the word. A lack of hunger.

Matt 5:6

6 Blessed are they which do hunger and thirst after righteousness: for they shall be filled.
You are blessed if you have an appetite for this stuff.
What happens if what we are teaching turns out to contradict your lifestyle?

Where will that appetite be then? Will you still hunger for the word even if it corrects your lifestyle?
Heb 11:13-16

13 These all died in faith, not having received the promises, but having seen them afar off, and were persuaded of them, and embraced them, and confessed that they were strangers and pilgrims on the earth.

14 For they that say such things declare plainly that they seek a country.

15 And truly, if they had been mindful of that country from whence they came out, they might have had opportunity to have returned.

16 But now they desire a better country, that is, an heavenly: wherefore God is not ashamed to be called their God: for he hath prepared for them a city.

How do you cultivate desire? If so be you have tasted. Some cravings are natural, some tasts are aquired tastes. Either way it all has to do with exposure.
