How Bad Can a Cow Look
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  A fat cow can look better than lean cow can look bad.

No matter how bad the lean cow looks

Gen 41:1-7

41:1 And it came to pass at the end of two full years, that Pharaoh dreamed: and, behold, he stood by the river.

2 And, behold, there came up out of the river seven well favoured kine and fatfleshed; and they fed in a meadow.

3 And, behold, seven other kine came up after them out of the river, ill favoured and leanfleshed; and stood by the other kine upon the brink of the river.

4 And the ill favoured and leanfleshed kine did eat up the seven well favoured and fat kine. So Pharaoh awoke.

5 And he slept and dreamed the second time: and, behold, seven ears of corn came up upon one stalk, rank and good.

6 And, behold, seven thin ears and blasted with the east wind sprung up after them.

7 And the seven thin ears devoured the seven rank and full ears. And Pharaoh awoke, and, behold, it was a dream.

Gen 41:17-21

17 And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, In my dream, behold, I stood upon the bank of the river:

18 And, behold, there came up out of the river seven kine, fatfleshed and well favoured; and they fed in a meadow:

19 And, behold, seven other kine came up after them, poor and very ill favoured and leanfleshed, such as I never saw in all the land of Egypt for badness:

20 And the lean and the ill favoured kine did eat up the first seven fat kine:

21 And when they had eaten them up, it could not be known that they had eaten them; but they were still ill favoured, as at the beginning. So I awoke.

Pharaoh said that he had never seen a cow look so bad.

These are the famines, these are the hardships. These are the trials. Sometimes we look ahead at the difficulty and say it has never looked this bad before. 

Yet when it was all over we find that there was enough favor to outlast the famine.

Even when it looks like there has never been a cow so sick,

I am talking to someone who has never seen it so bad, to someone who has never been so defeated.
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Others that I am not at liberty to speak of.

You have gone through times that looked worse than any you had ever seen. But in the end we have found that his grace is sufficient for you.

There is enough grace, there is enough favor, there is enough fat to outlast any famine.

2 Cor 12:9-10

9 And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon me.

10 Therefore I take pleasure in infirmities, in reproaches, in necessities, in persecutions, in distresses for Christ's sake: for when I am weak, then am I strong.
These are the only red letters in all the Epistles.
Jesus said it.

He is still the answer.
The full ears are fuller than the empty one are empty.

This was the story of Joseph, and if you follow the story, there was enough gathered in the fat years to outlast the lean years.
