It is essential that that every complaint take the form of a helpful suggestion, or better yet actual labour of our own.

God has throughout time reserved some of his harshest judgment not for the world of sin and heathenism but also for his own people who were grumblers, murmerers and complainers.

Of this I am certain; there is not a complaint that could be made that could not be obsolete if an equal amount of thought and effort were applied to the solving of the problem.   

This means often working in anonymity in areas in which others will recognized for your work.

Regardless of what you think of his politics is hard to argue that Ronald Reagan was one of the most successful leaders of our time. He made this statement. It is amazing what can be accomplished when you don’t care who gets the credit for it.
We have made a number of tangible advances since we met here a year ago for this annual meeting.
