Weather and Climate
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1 Peter 1:6-7

6 Wherein ye greatly rejoice, though now for a season, if need be, ye are in heaviness through manifold temptations:

7 That the trial of your faith, being much more precious than of gold that perisheth, though it be tried with fire, might be found unto praise and honour and glory at the appearing of Jesus Christ:

Climate is regional.
There are bands of climate around the world.
We live in what is called the temperate climate zone. 

This band extends through most of north America around the globe into Europe.

The temperate climate zone is the place where the bulk of the world’s food is produced and where the majority of the world’s wealth resides.

The temperate weather zone is the area in which the most violent weather patterns exist.

All you can say about the Arctic is that it is stable.
 It does not have the violent fluctuations in temperature. Nothing grows there.
The sub Saharan is stable. Very little grows there.

The tropical regions are by in large stable.


There is something about the rhythm of the seasons that allows the soil to rest and regenerate. The soil will re-nitrate during the winter. Beneath the ice and frost something very necessary is happening, it can only occur in the temperate climate zone. 
**You will find that the more radical the fluctuations are, the more productive the region.***  ex Iowa,  Indiana,   
Rom 5:3-5

3 And not only so, but we glory in tribulations also: knowing that tribulation worketh patience;

4 And patience, experience; and experience, hope:

5 And hope maketh not ashamed; because the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us.

Something is happening in the bitter cold of winter that is necessary for our long term health.
2 Cor 4:16-17

16 For which cause we faint not; but though our outward man perish, yet the inward man is renewed day by day.

17 For our light affliction, which is but for a moment, worketh for us a far more exceeding and eternal weight of glory;

James 1:12

12 Blessed is the man that endureth temptation: for when he is tried, he shall receive the crown of life, which the Lord hath promised to them that love him.

Rom 8:28

28 And we know that all things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose.

All the radical changes are coordinated to bring the greatest good.

1 Peter 5:8-10
8 Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devour:

9 Whom resist stedfast in the faith, knowing that the same afflictions are accomplished in your brethren that are in the world.

10 But the God of all grace, who hath called us unto his eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after that ye have suffered a while, make you perfect, stablish, strengthen, settle you.
Satan wants to devour. If he devours you that is permanent.

There is a difference between being devoured and suffering. You may not be able to avoid suffering but we all must avoid being devoured. 
You will recover from suffering. In fact it will eventaualy work to your benefit. 

Joseph told his brothers “ you meant it to me for evil God meant it to me for good.” The suffering he endured worked for the benefit of all. Had Joseph allowed himself to be devoured by these things  the story would have been different.

Heb 10:35-37
35 Cast not away therefore your confidence, which hath great recompence of reward.

36 For ye have need of patience, that, after ye have done the will of God, ye might receive the promise.

37 For yet a little while, and he that shall come will come, and will not tarry.

We live in the temperate zone. No one would be surprised if the forecast for next week said that there was a high pressure system moving in and the temperature was going to be between 95 and 105.


No-one would be surprised if 60 days from now they said a cold front was coming thru and it was going to get down into the 20s. No-one would be surprised if they called for tornadoes this week. Flooding, ect…
