What does it mean to be free from sin?
6-6-04 sun am.
John 3:16-21

16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.

17 For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved.

18 He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is condemned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God.

19 And this is the condemnation, that light is come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light, because their deeds were evil.

20 For every one that doeth evil hateth the light, neither cometh to the light, lest his deeds should be reproved.

21 But he that doeth truth cometh to the light, that his deeds may be made manifest, that they are wrought in God.

Martin Luther said that dwelling in sin and darkness, in itself is not the worst thing that can befall us.

We are born in sin.

The real pity is when, as Christ said “ they love darkness.

Man’s vileness is not defined in that he commits sin and lives in darkness- but rather that he loves and defends his sin

To sin and declare it proper is DEVELISH

Satan has never acknowledged sorrow for his rebellion. He chose darkness rather than light.

The fact that sin requires more sin forces all who commit it to choose rationalization or repentance.
Sin, upon commission requires one of two things either repentance or more sin. 

Sin must have more sin to survive

Adultery must have a lie.

A lie must have another lie.

Drunkenness demands more sin and irresponsability.
Soft core pornography to hardcore …….

Sin either grows or it dies
When a person reaches the place in which he is not willing to ”serve sin” with yet more sin. This is called repentance.
Rom 6:1-6

6:1 What shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin, that grace may abound?  This is not how it works
2 God forbid. How shall we, that are dead to sin, live any longer therein?

3 Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death?

4 Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.

5 For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection:

6 Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.

John 8:34

34 Jesus answered them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Whosoever committeth sin is the servant of sin.

Rom 6:17-20

17 But God be thanked, that ye were the servants of sin, but ye have obeyed from the heart that form of doctrine which was delivered you.

18 Being then made free from sin, ye became the servants of righteousness.

19 I speak after the manner of men because of the infirmity of your flesh: for as ye have yielded your members servants to uncleanness and to iniquity unto iniquity; even so now yield your members servants to righteousness unto holiness.

20 For when ye were the servants of sin, ye were free from righteousness.
SIN DEMANDS SERVICE.

Once impulse became sin it demanded more sin and more depravity.

The sin in your life will never resolve itself. It will always demand that you feed sin with more sin.

When you refuse to feed that sin with more sin that is the only way to free yourself from it. You become “dead to sin.” At which point we are buried with him in baptism. At which point we rise to walk in newness of life.
Don’t feed the traveler. (The Message preached 1-25-04) Traveler = impulse
