Why you are not blessed

Matt 20:1-15

20:1 For the kingdom of heaven is like unto a man that is an householder, which went out early in the morning to hire labourers into his vineyard.

2 And when he had agreed with the labourers for a penny a day, he sent them into his vineyard.

3 And he went out about the third hour, and saw others standing idle in the marketplace,

4 And said unto them; Go ye also into the vineyard, and whatsoever is right I will give you. And they went their way.

5 Again he went out about the sixth and ninth hour, and did likewise.

6 And about the eleventh hour he went out, and found others standing idle, and saith unto them, Why stand ye here all the day idle?

7 They say unto him, Because no man hath hired us. He saith unto them, Go ye also into the vineyard; and whatsoever is right, that shall ye receive.

8 So when even was come, the lord of the vineyard saith unto his steward, Call the labourers, and give them their hire, beginning from the last unto the first.

9 And when they came that were hired about the eleventh hour, they received every man a penny.

10 But when the first came, they supposed that they should have received more; and they likewise received every man a penny.

11 And when they had received it, they murmured against the goodman of the house,

12 Saying, These last have wrought but one hour, and thou hast made them equal unto us, which have borne the burden and heat of the day.

13 But he answered one of them, and said, Friend, I do thee no wrong: didst not thou agree with me for a penny?

14 Take that thine is, and go thy way: I will give unto this last, even as unto thee.

15 Is it not lawful for me to do what I will with mine own? Is thine eye evil, because I am good?

There are people who will never understand what Jesus and his people have between them.

There are people who are puzzled by your ability to believe and be faithful when things are not the way you would want them to be.

There are people who do not understand how you can detach the troubles in your life from the faith you have in GOD.

There is a disconnect with many people, when it come to there service to GOD, it really is not service. 

They do not understand things like love and loyalty and faithfulness, these are things which cannot be reduced to an agreement. These are things that are developed between GOD and his people. 

The account we just read in Mt. 19 occurred immediately after the encounter Jesus had with the man we know as the rich young ruler, to whom Jesus told to get rid of all his wealth. To come and live the life of poverty.

He was comparing himself with the Rich Young Ruler and saying look we need to come to an agreement as to how we will be compensated for our time and efforts. We need a collective bargaining AGREEMENT.

There was no comparison to be made;

Matt 4:18-20

18 As Jesus was walking beside the Sea of Galilee, he saw two brothers, Simon called Peter and his brother Andrew. They were casting a net into the lake, for they were fishermen. 19 "Come, follow me," Jesus said, "and I will make you fishers of men."  20 At once they left their nets and followed him. 

To that silly challenge posed to the man who would give his very life for this washed up fisherman Jesus responded with this famous parable.

Jesus was illustrating the difference between payback and blessing.

He is illustrating the fact that you can never be “BLESSED” if you are attempting to hold God to an agreement. 

Allow The savior who has already demonstrated his love for you to use his judgement.

Peter never really got it.  

John 21:17-22

17 He saith unto him the third time, Simon, son of Jonas, lovest thou me? Peter was grieved because he said unto him the third time, Lovest thou me? And he said unto him, Lord, thou knowest all things; thou knowest that I love thee. Jesus saith unto him, Feed my sheep.

18 Verily, verily, I say unto thee, When thou wast young, thou girdedst thyself, and walkedst whither thou wouldest: but when thou shalt be old, thou shalt stretch forth thy hands, and another shall gird thee, and carry thee whither thou wouldest not.

19 This spake he, signifying by what death he should glorify God. And when he had spoken this, he saith unto him, Follow me.

20 Then Peter, turning about, seeth the disciple whom Jesus loved following; which also leaned on his breast at supper, and said, Lord, which is he that betrayeth thee?

21 Peter seeing him saith to Jesus, Lord, and what shall this man do?

22 Jesus saith unto him, If I will that he tarry till I come, what is that to thee? follow thou me.

“We have born the burden in the heat of the day.”  

Most people cannot understand the concepts of service, and blessing.

You serve me . I bless you. this is his way.

Luke 6:33-35

33 And if ye do good to them which do good to you, what thank have ye? for sinners also do even the same.

34 And if ye lend to them of whom ye hope to receive, what thank have ye? for sinners also lend to sinners, to receive as much again.

35 But love ye your enemies, and do good, and lend, hoping for nothing again; and your reward shall be great, and ye shall be the children of the Highest: for he is kind unto the unthankful and to the evil.
