WHAT IS “IT”
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Heb 9:6-17

6 Now when these things(articles of tabernacle vs.1-5) were thus ordained, the priests went always into the first tabernacle (holy place), accomplishing the service of God.

7 But into the second (holy of holies)  went the high priest alone once every year, not without blood, which he offered for himself, and for the errors of the people:

8 The Holy Ghost this signifying, that the way into the holiest of all was not yet made manifest, while as the first tabernacle was yet standing:  the holy ghost was showing us the reason for the tabernacle. The tabernacle was built to illustrate that there were places, the best places, you could not go. 
9 Which was a figure for the time then present, in which were offered both gifts and sacrifices, that could not make him that did the service perfect, as pertaining to the conscience;

10 Which stood only in meats and drinks, and divers washings, and carnal ordinances, imposed on them until the time of reformation.

The religious observance of 1500 years of law was only a reminder that you couldn’t have any more than that. Just meat and drink, carnal ordinances, washing of hands, and ritualistic stuff like that.

Then he says; 
Rom 14:17

7 For the kingdom of God is not meat and drink; but righteousness, and peace, and joy in the Holy Ghost
--------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------
Matt 7:7-11

7 Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened unto you:

8 For every one that asketh receiveth; and he that seeketh findeth; and to him that knocketh it shall be opened.

9 Or what man is there of you, whom if his son ask bread, will he give him a stone?

10 Or if he ask a fish, will he give him a serpent?

11 If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your children, how much more shall your Father which is in heaven give good things to them that ask him?

Until I asked the one question that led to the answer..

Which is the key word in this passage??????

“IT”
Let’s discover what the it is.
Move up into chapter 6. What should we be seeking, asking and knocking for???
Matt 6:25-34
25 Therefore I say unto you, Take no thought for your life, what ye shall eat, or what ye shall drink; nor yet for your body, what ye shall put on. Is not the life more than meat, and the body than raiment?

26 Behold the fowls of the air: for they sow not, neither do they reap, nor gather into barns; yet your heavenly Father feedeth them. Are ye not much better than they?

27 Which of you by taking thought can add one cubit unto his stature?

28 And why take ye thought for raiment? Consider the lilies of the field, how they grow; they toil not, neither do they spin:

29 And yet I say unto you, That even Solomon in all his glory was not arrayed like one of these.

30 Wherefore, if God so clothe the grass of the field, which to day is, and to morrow is cast into the oven, shall he not much more clothe you, O ye of little faith?

31 Therefore take no thought, saying, What shall we eat? or, What shall we drink? or, Wherewithal shall we be clothed?

32(For after all these things do the Gentiles seek:) for your heavenly Father knoweth that ye have need of all these things.

33 But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto you.

34 Take therefore no thought for the morrow: for the morrow shall take thought for the things of itself. Sufficient unto the day is the evil thereof.

“It” is the kingdom of God that will be given to anyone who asks, and found by anyone who seeks, and opened to anyone who knocks.
The one thing that is guaranteed in this world is that if anyone wants seeks the kingdom of God they can find “it”.
If I want him he wants me

“every man who asks receives” seeks, knocks….

THIS VERSE IS NOT IN REFERENCE TO TEMPERAL THINGS. 

This verse is far more valuable than this.

This is the passage which guarantees everyone in the world that if I want him, he wants me.

HE ENJOYS WHAT HE IS DOING!!
You can always tell when someone doesn’t.

Luke 12:31-32

31 But rather seek ye the kingdom of God; and all these things shall be added unto you.

32 Fear not, little flock; for it is your Father's good pleasure to give you the kingdom.

Heb 12:2

2 Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross……
Giving you the Holy Ghost is sweeter to him than the cross was bitter.

He enjoys giving it!

Rom 14:17

17 For the kingdom of God is not meat and drink; but righteousness, and peace, and joy in the Holy Ghost.
Luke 11:13

13 If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your children: how much more shall your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to them that ask him?
We too often view the outpouring of the Holy Ghost as us prying the Holy Ghost from the skeptical fingers of God. INCORRECT!  He enjoys giving it to you.

He enjoys what he is doing

You can tell when some one doesn’t want to be there and when they do.

(a whole fresh rack of mercy restocked every mourning.)

Congenital  Seekers are not Biblical.  WE DO NOT HAVE THEM.

Rom 14:17
17 For the kingdom of God is not meat and drink; but righteousness, and peace, and joy in the Holy Ghost.
You have a guarantee today.

Not that your every whim will be satisfied, but rather that you will always be accepted into the Kingdom of God.

IF I WANT HIM, HE WANTS ME. 
If I will seek for him I will find  that he seeking for me.

If I will knock on his door, I will find that

This is a scripture passage which I struggled with for many years. 


He says if you ask- it will be given.


Seek- you will find.


Knock- opened





I have in my own life asked for things that he did not give me.


I have sought for things that I have never found.


I have knocked on doors that were never opened.





I HAVE A PROBLEM WITH THIS SCRIPTURE.





There are some who you believe are not worthy, they may not pass your muster, they may not meet your standards. But if they want him, he wants them.








OUR TEXT; Holy Ghost illustrating that you cannot enter into the holiest place. In fact the holiest place while not real(only a figure for time then present), was built only to illustrate that you couldn’t go there. To illustrate that;


You could ask, but it would not be given.


You could seek, but you would not find.


You could Knock, but it would not open to you.  





Ask , Seek, Knock


Jesus was careful to use all three terms twice. They are not synonymous. 


It is possible to have something given, yet not find it.


It is possible to find something, yet it not be opened to you. 
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
